Chapter 1: The Power Is in You

The Authority God Has Already Given

God’s hand is not short. He is not unable to work miracles, bring healing, restore what is broken, or deliver people from bondage. But there are moments when God has already given authority, and what is needed is not another request for God to act from heaven. What is needed is clarity to recognise the authority already given.

There is a kind of confusion that keeps believers asking God to do what He has already empowered them to do. Prayer is still vital. Dependence on God is still essential. But spiritual maturity includes learning when to ask, when to receive, and when to act.

God’s Word carries assignment. When people needed healing, He sent His Word. His Word brings deliverance, healing, restoration, and the miraculous. The Holy Spirit ministers through the living Word, not by human strength, not by human effort, but by the power of God.

The Power of the Kingdom Within

The power is in you.

This can be difficult to understand. Many believers keep looking for God to release power from heaven, as if the Christian life is lived by waiting for something outside to arrive. But through the Holy Spirit, the power of God already dwells within the believer.

The kingdom of God is within. The power of the kingdom is within. The call is to release what God has already placed there.

This is why the apostle Paul spoke with such deep concern to the Galatians. They had received the gospel, but confusion had entered. Religious demands and false teaching had pushed them away from the simplicity and power of life in Christ. They were being pulled from the cross, from the blood of Jesus, from the power in His name, and from the witness of the Holy Spirit within them. 

Staying Anchored in Christ

There are many doctrines and voices that can pull a person in every direction. Some teachings do not strengthen faith. They seduce people away from Christ.

This is why stability matters. A believer must know God personally and remain anchored in the truth. Christianity cannot be built on comfort, preference, or messages that only say what people want to hear.

The life of faith requires surrender. It requires obedience. It requires a willingness to be confronted by the demands of following Jesus Christ.

If there is resistance to righteous living, that must be examined. If there is resistance to praise and worship, that must be examined too. These are not small matters. They reveal something about the condition of the heart.

The Christian life cannot move away from the cross of Jesus Christ. It cannot move away from the blood, the name of Jesus, the Holy Spirit, and the Word of God.

Christ Formed in Us

Paul writes to the Galatians with the language of spiritual labour. He calls them dear children and says he is in agony until Christ is formed in them.

This is not casual concern. It is the burden of a spiritual father. Paul had preached the gospel to them. They had received new birth. But now, because of confusion and religious pressure, they had become inactive in their union with the Holy Spirit.

The power of God was present, but not active.

That is a sobering thought. A person can have the Holy Spirit within and still live as if that power is locked away. The issue is not that God is absent. The issue is whether the Holy Spirit has freedom to express Himself through the person’s life.

When the Holy Spirit has access, the fruit becomes visible. Character changes. Integrity forms. The evidence becomes clear.

Growing Out of Spiritual Infancy

Spiritual growth is not optional.

No parent celebrates a child staying in nappies forever. Growth is expected. Progress is expected. In the same way, believers are not called to remain spiritual infants. The life of faith is meant to mature.

If there is no hunger for growth in the Spirit and in the Word, something is wrong. A lack of hunger can reveal spiritual decline. Scripture calls this backsliding. It can also appear as lukewarm Christianity.

Lukewarmness is not acceptable to God. The call is not to drift through a half-hearted version of faith. The call is to live in the reality of relationship with God.

To live right is to die right. Faith is not merely about belief in the mind. It is relationship. It is communion with God. It is heart-to-heart fellowship with the Lord.

Without that relationship, the Christian life becomes empty form. It may still have language, habits, and religious activity, but it lacks the living power of God.

Walking by the Spirit

Galatians 5:25 teaches that since we live by the Spirit, we must also keep in step with the Spirit.

Life begins by the Spirit, and it must continue by the Spirit. The believer is born again by the work of the Holy Spirit and then called to walk daily in fellowship with Him.

This walk includes personal integrity, godly character, and moral courage.

Personal integrity matters deeply. A person’s word must mean something. If someone’s word cannot be trusted, then their life becomes unstable. Scripture describes an unfaithful person like a painful tooth or an unsteady foot. They cannot be relied on.

The Holy Spirit empowers conduct. He does not merely create religious feelings. He strengthens believers to walk uprightly, resist sin, and live with moral courage.

Authority Over Sin

Romans 6:14 teaches that sin no longer has dominion over those who are in Christ.

That means sin is not the master anymore. But choice still remains. A person can still choose to lean toward the flesh. A person can still choose rebellion, pleasure, defiance, or compromise.

But the believer can also choose to stand in authority.

Temptation must be resisted. The pull of sin must be rebuked. When God spoke to Cain, He warned him that sin was crouching at the door. The same principle remains. Sin seeks access, but it must not be given place.

Yielding matters. When a person yields to sin, they become a servant of it. But the better path is clear. It is far better to be a servant of Jesus Christ, because He leads into life.

He leads through the valley. He leads to the table. He leads into freedom.

Power Made Available

Ephesians 1:19 speaks of the immeasurable greatness of God’s power made available through faith.

That phrase matters: made available.

The power has been authorised. It has been placed within reach. It has the believer’s name on it.

A simple example helps. If a person is employed for a role and given an approved budget to carry out that responsibility, they do not need to return again and again for permission to use what has already been authorised. They simply need to operate within the purpose, integrity, and boundaries of the assignment.

In the same way, God has given authority and power through the Holy Spirit. The believer is not meant to live powerless, constantly asking for permission to use what God has already made available.

Faith draws on what has been provided.

Living as an Advertisement of His Power

God’s power is not meant to remain hidden. It is meant to work through the life of the believer.

When His power is active, the life becomes a witness. Character becomes a witness. Freedom becomes a witness. Moral courage becomes a witness. Victory over sin becomes a witness.

The power is not for pride. It is not for display. It is for faithful living, obedience, healing, deliverance, and the fulfilment of God’s purpose.

The Holy Spirit is not passive within the believer. He is present to empower, guide, strengthen, convict, and release the life of Christ from within.

The power is already there.

The call is to walk in it.

Chapter 2: Exercising the Authority Given

When Responsibility Activates the Miraculous

At the Red Sea, Moses stood with millions of Israelites behind him and the sea in front of him. The people were afraid and angry. They questioned whether Moses had brought them out of Egypt just to die in the wilderness.

Moses cried out to God.

But God’s response was direct: why are you crying out to Me? What is in your hand?

Moses had the rod of authority. He had already been commissioned to lead. God had already given him what he needed to act.

So Moses lifted up the rod against the Red Sea, and the sea parted.

When Moses did his part, God did His. When Moses took responsibility and exercised the authority he had been given, God worked the miraculous. 

There is a principle here: when authority has been given, responsibility must be taken. It is possible to waste time asking God to do what He has already instructed and empowered His people to do.

Power Must Be Used to Be Experienced

Ephesians speaks of the immeasurable greatness of God’s power made available through faith. But power that is made available must be used.

How can it be experienced if it is never exercised?

The same principle is seen in physical training. A person can have a goal to build strength, but without specific exercise, there will be no result. At first, the evidence may not be obvious. Muscles do not grow instantly. Strength does not appear overnight.

But believers are not called to walk by sight. They are called to walk by faith.

When faith is exercised in the authority God has given, the miraculous begins to open up.

Authority Follows Assignment

Mark 16 shows that signs follow those who go in obedience. They lay hands on the sick. They cast out demons. They act on the assignment of Jesus.

The power follows the assignment.

This does not only apply to people standing behind pulpits. It applies wherever God has placed someone. A person may be called into administration, business, government, policing, the military, council work, or another field entirely.

In that place, they may be called to be light in darkness. Their excellence, expertise, integrity, and presence can cause the light of God to spread through an environment.

That is kingdom assignment.

Where God gives an assignment, He also provides grace, power, and authority for that assignment. The Holy Spirit empowers not only public ministry, but also faithful service in everyday roles.

Do Not Focus on Failure

Fear of failure keeps many people inactive.

But failure is guaranteed when nothing is attempted.

There is a difference between standing at the edge of the pool and being in the water. Some people stay outside, testing the water with one toe, unsure whether they want to commit. They become double-minded and hesitant.

But once they are in, they often realise the water is refreshing.

Faith requires commitment. The focus cannot remain on failure. The focus must be on Jesus and the assignment He has given.

When Jesus gives authority to fulfil an assignment, that authority is real. It can be counted on. But it must be exercised to be experienced.

Continual Experience with the Holy Spirit

The Christian life is not meant to be powered by rare encounters.

The prayer is to continually experience the immeasurable greatness of God’s power. Not once in a while. Not once a month. Not only once a week in church.

Continually.

Daily. Hourly. Moment by moment.

This continual experience is rooted in fellowship with the Holy Spirit. It is not mechanical. It is relational.

God is real. God is love. His love is deeper than human understanding. Many people think of love mainly as receiving something, but the love of God is expressed through service.

Jesus did not come to be served. He came to serve.

That same pattern applies to the life of faith. Love is not self-centred. Love cares about the well-being of another. Love serves.

A Life That Advertises God’s Power

Ephesians 1:19 speaks of God’s power made available through faith. Then it says that life becomes an advertisement of this immense power as it works through the believer.

This is not limited to preachers or public ministers. The power of God is for every believer walking in the works God has prepared.

Ephesians 2:10 teaches that believers are God’s handiwork, recreated in Christ Jesus for good works prepared beforehand.

That means identity is not defined by the failures of the past. A person may have failed yesterday, but in Christ there is a new place to stand today and a new direction for tomorrow.

The past must be put under the blood of Jesus. The focus must move to Christ and what He has prepared ahead.

Surrendering to Receive Grace

Some failures expose a deeper issue. A person may struggle with integrity, consistency, or obedience. Trying harder in human strength will often lead to repeated failure.

Grace is received through surrender.

Pride can be deceptive. It can keep a person from admitting, “I cannot do this by myself.” But humility opens the heart to the help of the Holy Spirit.

The answer is not self-effort alone. The answer is surrendering to God and receiving His power to resist what needs to be resisted.

The Holy Spirit empowers obedience.

Preordained Good Works

Ephesians 2:10 says that God prepared good works beforehand for His people to walk in.

These opportunities are not random. They are part of the path God has prepared.

Hebrews 13 encourages sensitivity to these moments. Some acts of hospitality and service may even involve ministering to angels without knowing it.

This makes everyday obedience serious. A moment of service may be a stewardship test.

James warns against giving preference to the rich over the poor. All people are equal in Christ. So when a need appears, the response cannot be based on status, appearance, or personal benefit.

The question is not, “Is this person important enough?”

The question is, “Has God placed this before me?”

Responding to What God Highlights

When God places a situation, need, issue, or person on the heart, it should not be dismissed as someone else’s problem.

It may be in the community. It may be in the church. It may be in a neighbour’s life. It may appear in an ordinary daily moment.

If God highlights it, He may be speaking.

The inner witness matters. When the Spirit prompts, a response is required.

Responding quickly sharpens hearing. Obedience builds confidence. But ignoring the prompt can make discernment duller over time.

There are levels of obedience, and the aim is not merely to live in what is acceptable. The aim is to walk in the perfect will of God.

The Domino Effect of Obedience

God prepares the path ahead. His angels are involved in arranging divine opportunities. When believers step into those prepared works, the miraculous power of God can be released.

And when the miraculous touches a prepared work, the effect can spread.

It can reach families. It can reach neighbours. It can move through communities. It becomes an advertisement of God’s goodness, mercy, provision, and power.

The glory belongs to God.

When Christ is lifted up, others are drawn to Him. This is why sensitivity matters. These prepared works are not small. They can carry kingdom impact far beyond what is first seen.

Living Available

The posture of faith is availability.

God has prepared works. The Holy Spirit empowers the assignment. Authority has been given. Grace is available.

The believer’s part is to stay sensitive, stay ready, and respond when God highlights the moment.

The power has been made available.

The authority has been given.

The assignment must be obeyed.

Chapter 3: Living Ready for the Good Works

Refusing to Miss the Moment

It is possible to miss what God has prepared.

Sometimes the reason is distraction. Sometimes it is busyness. Sometimes life becomes so full that the very opportunity God has placed in front of a person is treated like an interruption.

Jesus spoke about people being invited to a banquet, but many were too busy to come. Their lives were full. Their schedules were full. Their plates were full.

Yet many of those same people were still praying for a miracle.

There is a tension here. A person can pray for God’s help while ignoring the very opportunity God has given as the doorway for His power to flow. The miracle may not always begin with receiving something. Sometimes it begins with obedience. 

Job’s Turnaround

Job needed a miracle.

But God did not leave him sitting in grief, complaint, and oppression. God called him to rise. He was to come out of the rags and present himself again as a man under appointed authority.

Then God told Job to pray for his friends.

That act of obedience became connected to his own restoration.

This reveals a practical kingdom principle. While someone may be crying out, “God, help me,” God may place a preordained opportunity in front of them to release His miraculous power. As that power flows through obedience, it can also flow back into the person’s own household and interests.

God is deeply practical. He knows what is needed before it is asked.

Expectation and Availability

Ephesians 2:10 teaches that God prepared good works beforehand so believers could walk in them.

But walking in them requires expectation.

If there is no availability, there will be no walking. If there is no expectation, many opportunities will be missed. The good life God has prepared is not passive. It is entered through obedience, sensitivity, and readiness.

Living the good life is not merely about comfort. It is about walking in what God has already arranged.

Giving as Obedience

Jesus taught, “Give, and it shall be given unto you.” The return comes in good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over.

Giving is not only financial. It can include service, prayer, attention, help, compassion, or practical support. But when God highlights a giving opportunity, obedience matters.

Sometimes the situation may feel tight. A person may feel they cannot afford much. Yet obedience does not require pretending to have what is not available. It means doing what is possible in response to God.

After giving, the focus should not become anxious guessing about how God will provide. The better posture is to remain connected to Him and look for the next preordained good work.

As thanks and praise rise to God, faith remembers that He already knows what is needed. Heaven is not confused. God is already at work arranging what must be added.

Launching Into Good Works

Prepared good works should not be avoided. They should be entered with faith.

Why? Because the life of the believer becomes an advertisement of God’s power as it works through them.

This is not weak power. It is the same mighty power that raised Christ from the dead and seated Him in the place of highest honour and supreme authority.

The Christian life is not built on human effort alone. It is powered by resurrection life.

Strength in the Inner Being

Ephesians 3:16 speaks of God unveiling the unlimited riches of His glory and favour until supernatural strength floods the inner being with divine might and power.

This is not meant to remain theory.

There is power in the love of God. The Holy Spirit does not merely give instruction from a distance. He comes close. He fills. He strengthens. He refreshes. He awakens the heart.

God’s love is not limited. His power is not limited. His desire is to fill His people with Himself.

Experiencing What Scripture Describes

Ephesians 3 continues by speaking of being empowered to discover the vast love of Christ. This love is deep, intimate, far-reaching, enduring, inclusive, and beyond measurement.

It is possible to read about these things without experiencing them. But Scripture points to more than information. It points to encounter.

It is right to come before God honestly and say, “I am not experiencing this, but I want to.”

Moses had doubts about his assignment. He wondered whether the people would listen to him. God responded by showing him the authority and supernatural power already connected to his calling.

The supernatural is available, but it must be approached through fellowship with God. Heart-to-heart communion matters. Hunger matters.

The Assignment Requires God

God does not give assignments that can be fulfilled by human strength alone.

If there is $50,000 in the account, the assignment may require $150,000. That kind of gap forces dependence. It reveals that the work cannot be done by natural resources alone.

The point is not self-confidence. The point is Christ within.

The believer is weak, but He is strong. It is not by might. It is not by power. It is by the Holy Spirit.

When the assignment is from God, the provision, timing, wisdom, connections, and power must also come from God.

The Love That Moves Through Us

Ephesians 3 describes the extravagant love of Christ pouring into the believer until they are filled with the fullness of God.

God is love. The Holy Spirit carries the love of the Father and the Son into the human heart.

Human love has limits. Some people are difficult to love. Some situations feel impossible to face with patience, kindness, or compassion.

But the Holy Spirit can release supernatural love.

A person may feel reserved, resistant, or unsure, yet still feel drawn to minister life to someone. That is often the Holy Spirit at work. His love moves beyond natural preference.

Never Doubt God’s Power in You

Ephesians 3:20 says never to doubt God’s mighty power to work in you.

Doubt often sounds practical. “How will this happen?” “How can I do this?” “I do not have enough.” “I cannot overcome this.” “I cannot resist this sin.”

But the answer is not found in personal ability. It is found in the One who lives within.

He who is in the believer is greater than what stands against them. God knew the need before the person even understood it. He is already working.

Philippians 1:6 says that God began a good work and will continue it until completion.

The Holy Spirit is the One who works within and through the believer. He enables forward movement. He gives wisdom, timing, provision, expression, and connection.

Go Forward in the Assignment

There is a time to stand still and receive the assignment. But once the assignment is given, the call is to go.

Standing still after God has spoken becomes disobedience dressed as caution.

God’s power works in the going. He achieves far more than the greatest request, the most unbelievable dream, and the wildest imagination. His power constantly energises His people.

This is not only for apostles, pastors, or public ministers. It is for every child of God.

Staying Spiritually Energised

Even simple devices need fresh batteries when they run flat. The same principle applies spiritually.

When strength runs low, the answer is not to keep operating empty. The heart needs fresh infilling. Refreshing. Praise. Prayer. Communion with the Holy Spirit.

As praise begins, the anointing starts to flow again. God lifts, renews, and strengthens His people so they can continue the race set before them.

The Christian life is not sustained by yesterday’s strength.

Fresh power is available.

The Holy Spirit is within.

The assignment can continue.

Chapter 4: Clothed With Power

Strength Through Union With Christ

Ephesians 6:10 gives one of the most important truths for the believer: be supernaturally infused with strength through life union with the Lord Jesus.

This strength does not begin with human ability. It comes from union with Christ.

The believer stands victorious with the force of His power. Not personal power. His power. Not self-made confidence. His authority. The life of faith is lived from covenant, not from self-protection.

There is boldness that comes from knowing this: the believer is in covenant with the living God. Pressure may come. Attacks may come. Opposition may come. But the believer does not stand alone.

The authority is His.

Under the Right Influence

Pressure often exposes what has influence over a person.

When people are under pressure, they look for release. That release can come in many forms. This is why Scripture warns against being drunk with wine and instead commands believers to be filled with the Holy Spirit.

To be drunk is to come under the influence of alcohol. It controls, directs, and alters a person.

The better call is to come under the influence of the Holy Spirit.

Being filled with the Spirit means being saturated with Him. It means yielding to His leadership, His wisdom, His power, and His presence. The believer is not called to be controlled by pressure, fear, flesh, or escape. The believer is called to be filled and directed by the Spirit of God. 

A River, Not a Dam

Ephesians 6:10 speaks of explosive power flowing in and through the believer.

That phrase matters: in and through.

The Christian life is not meant to be a dam that stores blessing but never releases it. It is meant to be a river.

The Spirit flows in, and the Spirit flows through.

This means believers are called to bring healing, cast out demons, bring light into darkness, break poverty over people, give generously, serve faithfully, and release the life of God wherever He assigns them.

When giving is done in the name of the Lord, God receives it. Second Corinthians 9:8 speaks of God abounding with grace so that His people have sufficiency for every good work.

There is provision for the assignment.

Expecting the Power to Flow

God’s explosive power is available, but it must be expected and called upon.

Moses spent years as a shepherd. It seemed like his original calling was over. But God appeared, and the supernatural returned to his life.

Samson could do nothing extraordinary until the Spirit came upon him. When the Spirit came, strength came.

Daniel survived the lion’s den because God’s power was present. The lions were quiet, but the accusers who came against him were destroyed.

When the Holy Spirit comes upon a situation, everything changes.

The power is available. The question is whether there is hunger for it.

Faith in God Within

John 14:10 records Jesus saying that the Father lives in Him and He lives in the Father.

This points to a vital truth: believers must have faith in God within them.

The Holy Spirit is not an idea, a mist, or a feeling. He is a person. He abides in the believer. The power of the resurrection is in Him, and He wants His people to move in that power.

God does not want His people powerless. He does not want them spiritually immature forever. He wants them empowered, mature, and active in His purpose.

The power is in the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Spirit is in the believer.

Inspired Words and Direction

Jesus said His words were not His own, but came from the Father who lived in Him.

In Matthew 10:20, Jesus told His disciples that when they were put on the spot and did not know how to answer, they did not need to fear. The Spirit would give them the words to speak.

There are moments when pressure clouds thinking. In those moments, God may give inspired direction through the Holy Spirit. Sometimes He may even use another person who is not under the same pressure and can see more clearly.

Wisdom should not be rejected because it comes through someone else. If the Holy Spirit gives inspired direction, it should be welcomed.

God’s direction leads out of strife and into provision.

God Works Through His People

Jesus said the Father lived in Him and performed His works through Him.

The same principle is seen with Moses at the Red Sea. God was the deliverer, but Moses still had to take his position. Until Moses lifted the rod of authority, the sea did not part.

Mark 16:20 shows that God confirms the Word as His people go.

God works through people who take their place.

He does not need human help because He is weak. He chooses to work through obedience because that is how His authority is expressed on earth.

Anointed With the Holy Spirit and Power

Acts 10:38 says Jesus of Nazareth was anointed by God with the Holy Spirit and with power.

The power was not separate from the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is the power. He is the anointing.

Jesus did not begin His public ministry until the Holy Spirit came upon Him. He was immersed in the Spirit.

This helps explain the meaning of being baptised in the Holy Spirit. Just as water baptism immerses the body in water, Spirit baptism immerses the person in the Holy Spirit, inside and out.

Luke 24 speaks of being clothed with power from on high.

The Spirit fills within and clothes without.

Clothed With Glory

Adam and Eve were physically naked after their rebellion, but their condition was deeper than physical nakedness. Spiritually, the covering of glory had lifted. The presence and glory of God no longer clothed them as before.

In Christ, the believer is born again and becomes one spirit with the Lord. The glory of God is meant to clothe the believer again.

To ignore the Holy Spirit is to live far below what God has provided. It is like walking spiritually uncovered when God intends His people to be clothed with His presence.

The believer is called to put on Christ, put on the new man, and walk clothed with power from on high.

From Milk to Maturity

Spiritual life begins with milk. A new believer learns, grows, and receives the basics of faith.

But growth must continue.

There comes a point where solid food is needed. Through exercising authority with the Word of God, the believer learns to walk in victory and keep the enemy underfoot.

But even victory is not the finish line. Maturity keeps increasing. The goal is not only personal victory, but becoming able to teach, disciple, and reproduce in others what has been received.

The Holy Spirit desires full expression in the believer.

That requires growth, exercise, experience, and obedience.

The Armour of God and the Character of the Spirit

Ephesians 6 teaches believers to take up the whole armour of God.

This armour is not merely symbolic equipment. Each piece reflects the character and nature of the Holy Spirit at work in the believer.

The breastplate of righteousness speaks of moral integrity and upright character. It is a life marked by righteousness, virtue, and truth.

To put on the armour of God is to be clothed with the glory and presence of God. It is to walk surrounded by the fire of the Holy Spirit.

The believer is called to walk in the Spirit, clothed with the Spirit, filled with the Spirit, and empowered by the Spirit.

From that place, divine opportunities can be recognised and obeyed.

Chapter 5: Sent With Power

Divine Opportunities Are Not Always Convenient

God prepares good works and opportunities. But when they appear, they are not always convenient.

Sometimes obedience requires stretching beyond comfort. Sometimes it means extending beyond the resources that seem available. Sometimes it feels like life has to be turned upside down to respond.

But one act of obedience can carry great importance.

Ananias was sent to Saul, who later became the Apostle Paul. At the time, Saul looked like a threat. But God had appointed Ananias to reach him. When Saul was connected to Christ, the fruit of that obedience affected nations.

This is why divine opportunities matter. The person in front of us may carry more purpose than we can see.

A believer is a branch connected to the vine. That connection must be guarded. God does not disconnect His people casually, but people can drift, resist, or disconnect themselves through unbelief and disobedience.

Seized With Power for Assignment

Acts 1:8 says the Holy Spirit would come upon believers, and they would be seized with power. Then they would become witnesses from Jerusalem to the ends of the earth.

Power is connected to assignment.

The Holy Spirit does not empower people merely for private experience. He empowers them to go, to witness, to serve, and to release the kingdom of God where they are sent.

This means ordinary places can become places of assignment. A workplace. A home. A room. A doorway. A community. A city.

Wherever God sends someone, His presence can be invited there.

Strife, trauma, darkness, and demonic oppression can be cast out in the name of Jesus. The healing presence of the Holy Spirit can be released for reconciliation, healing of the body, restoration of the soul, and peace in the mind.

If the assignment is accepted, the believer does not go by mistake.

Living as One Who Is Sent

David once answered his brothers by saying he never went anywhere unless he was sent.

This is a powerful way to live.

Everyday life changes when a person understands, “I am sent.” The task may look ordinary, but God can use it for divine purpose. The location may seem normal, but God may have prepared an opportunity there.

The believer is called to expect divine moments where God can be glorified through obedience.

This means no day is wasted when it is surrendered. No place is ordinary when God has sent someone there.

God Works Through Human Hands

Acts shows that God did mighty works through the Apostle Paul. The miracles did not happen apart from him. They happened through his hands.

God also worked through Stephen while he served as a deacon in the church.

This shows that power is not limited to titles. The Holy Spirit can work through those who serve faithfully in the place assigned to them.

When an assignment is recognised as from the Holy Spirit, it can be approached with both love and power.

The work is God’s, but He works through surrendered people.

The Name of Jesus Releases Power

In Acts 3, Peter and John were involved in the miraculous healing of a crippled man near the gate called Beautiful. When the crowd gathered in amazement, Peter made it clear that the healing did not come from their own power or authority.

The God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob had glorified Jesus.

Faith in the name of Jesus had healed the man standing before them.

This shows the importance of knowing the power of the name of Jesus. The believer’s role is to become fully persuaded that God is able to do what He has promised.

When faith activates the covenant promise, God’s power is released.

This is not natural power inside a person. It is the supernatural power of the Holy Spirit working through faith in Jesus.

Faith That Refuses to Bow

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego understood this kind of faith.

They refused to bow before the idol. They would not compromise their worship of the living God. The threat of the furnace did not change their allegiance.

They could not deliver themselves from the fire. But they were fully persuaded that God had the power to deliver them.

That was their statement of faith.

Faith is not pretending to have personal strength. Faith is confidence in the God who is in His people, on His people, and for His people.

God is always for His people.

Seeking Revelation, Not Blame

When a prayer seems unanswered, panic is not the answer. Accusing God is not the answer. Assuming God does not care is not the answer.

The better response is to focus on Jesus and ask Him to reveal what was missed.

The Holy Spirit is the teacher. He leads into all truth. He gives revelation. Revelation brings light. It makes the solution clear.

A problem remains a problem only while the solution is unknown. Once the solution is revealed, the problem begins to lose its power.

Revelation brings answers. It brings enablement. It brings empowerment. It brings refreshing.

The Word of God is true. The Holy Spirit is within the believer to teach, guide, and lead into truth.

Continuing in the Truth

John 8:31 says that true disciples continue to embrace what Jesus teaches.

To embrace the truth is not only to agree with it. It is to put it to work in life.

Truth must be lived. When truth is embraced and practised, it releases freedom.

Jesus said that whoever sins becomes a slave to sin. Sin is not freedom. It is bondage. It captures, controls, and weakens.

But the Son sets people free.

And when the Son sets someone free, they become truly free.

Freedom as Sons

A slave does not have the same permanent place in the house as a son. A son belongs to the family.

Through Christ, believers are not called to live as slaves to sin. They are called to live as sons and daughters who walk in freedom.

This freedom is not only a legal idea. It is meant to become a lived experience.

The truth must be embraced. The teaching of Jesus must be continued in. The authority of His name must be believed. The Holy Spirit’s power must be received and released.

The power is within.

The assignment is before us.

The truth makes free.

Chapter 6: Light, Freedom, and Fresh Infilling

The Word Brings Light

God’s Word brings light.

When that light enters, confusion begins to clear. Problems can be seen differently. Frustration loses its grip. Misdirection is corrected. Lack of direction is replaced with clarity.

The Word does not only inform the mind. It releases solutions.

This is why the believer must remain connected to the Word and to fellowship with the Holy Spirit. The power of God is not far away. It is within the believer through the Holy Spirit.

But that power must be pursued.

It must be sought after with hunger. It must be studied. It must be understood. The Holy Spirit must be asked to reveal where things are being missed, how to connect with what God has made available, and how to recognise the divine appointments that appear each day.

Eyes Opened to Divine Appointments

Divine appointments are often closer than expected.

They may not arrive with dramatic signs. They may appear in ordinary moments, ordinary conversations, ordinary needs, and ordinary places.

The prayer is for opened eyes.

When the eyes of the heart are open, the believer begins to see what God has placed nearby. A need is no longer only a need. It may be an assignment. A person is no longer only a person. They may be someone God has arranged to touch through obedience.

The Holy Spirit gives the sensitivity to notice, the wisdom to respond, and the power to act.

Fresh Infilling

The Christian life requires fresh infilling.

Yesterday’s strength is not enough for today’s assignment. The Holy Spirit refreshes, strengthens, and assures the people of God right where they are.

Fresh infilling is not only for public moments. It is for everyday life. It is for the home, the workplace, the church, the difficult conversation, the hidden battle, and the quiet place of prayer.

The Holy Spirit brings assurance. He confirms the Word. He fills the heart again with the reality of God’s presence and power.

The Touch of God’s Love

Some people need a deep touch of the love of God.

There are wounds that arguments cannot fix. There are memories that human effort cannot heal. Harsh words, betrayal, abandonment, rejection, fear, inadequacy, inferiority, and bondage can leave deep marks on the soul.

The love of God reaches those places.

The Holy Spirit pours out love, refreshing, healing, deliverance, and restoration. His love is not shallow comfort. It carries power. It soothes what has been wounded and strengthens what has been weakened.

God’s love restores the inner life.

Freedom From Bondage

Sin brings bondage. Jesus brings freedom.

When a person becomes bound as a slave to sin, the answer is not shame or despair. The answer is the blood of Jesus, the authority of His name, and the power of the Holy Spirit.

The bondage of sin can be broken.

The name of Jesus carries authority. The blood of Jesus speaks freedom. The gospel brings light. And in that light, the solutions of God begin to operate.

The believer is not called to remain trapped under sin’s rule. Life in the Spirit is marked by life and peace.

Living Under the Blessing of Life and Peace

The kingdom of God brings a different way of living.

It is not the bondage of sin. It is not confusion. It is not fear. It is not inferiority. It is not spiritual darkness.

It is life and peace in the Spirit.

This life is connected to union with the Holy Spirit. It is strengthened by the Word. It is activated by faith. It is expressed through obedience. It is released through divine appointments.

The power is within.

The light has come.

Freedom is available in Jesus’ name.
