
Want Healing? Look To Jesus! - Ps Paul Stead

Chapter 1: Look to Jesus

A day should not be handed over to someone else’s attitude, someone else’s mood, or someone else’s response. It is far better to decide how the day will be met. Faith chooses its posture. Faith does not wait for circumstances to set the tone.

“I walk by faith, not by sight” is not just a verse to quote. It is a way to live. It is a decision to believe God before feelings, symptoms, pressure, or appearances try to speak louder.

So when healing is needed, the first response must be clear. Do not look to healing itself. Look to Jesus.

The Healer Must Remain Central

When the body is unwell, the natural desire is to feel better as quickly as possible. That desire can become so strong that health itself takes the central place. But health was never meant to sit on the throne. Jesus must remain there.

The goal cannot be healing above the Healer. The answer is not found in chasing outcomes while losing sight of the One who gives life. Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life. If health is desired, then it must be sought His way.

An unhealthy attitude toward health can quietly become presumption. It is easy to take wellness for granted until it is gone. True alignment begins with gratitude and with a heart that submits to God’s truth. Wrong thinking throws everything else out of order. But when thinking is brought into line with Christ, life begins to come back into balance.

Jesus did not only create mankind. He sustains it. That means every search for help that ignores Him is already starting in the wrong place. When something else is being prioritized above Christ, whether a method, a system, a statement, or a guru, the focus has shifted from the true source of life.

Following His Direction

This does not mean practical help has no place. If Jesus directs someone into medical care, then that is right. If He leads someone to change a diet, adjust habits, or seek wise counsel, then that is also right. His direction may include practical steps.

But many want healing without change. Many want relief without obedience.

If a lifestyle is helping create the problem, then refusing to change that lifestyle while asking for healing is a contradiction. Even if mercy brings temporary relief, the root remains. The same pattern can simply produce the same result again.

This is where simple honesty is needed. What is being eaten? What is being drunk? What habits are being protected? What patterns are being excused?

Everybody loves the idea of a miracle because miracles are swift. They are immediate. They seem to bypass process. But even then, wisdom still matters. As Smith Wigglesworth said in essence, if a man is healed of pneumonia and then goes back out into freezing weather with bare feet, that is not faith. Grace does not cover foolishness.

If certain actions are producing harmful results, then change is required. The problem cannot always stay outside. Sometimes the one asking for help must also become the one willing to change.

A Submitted Heart

The right approach to Jesus is not to come with demands, timelines, and instructions. It is to come with a submitted will.

Jesus is the Great Physician. When sitting before a natural doctor, advice is usually listened to carefully. If medicine is prescribed, it is taken. If a referral is given, it is followed. Yet when Jesus gives direction, resistance often rises.

There can be a desire for everything He has to give, while still refusing His authority over how life is being lived.

That posture will always create tension.

When mercy is requested, mercy is freely given by God. He is kind, compassionate, and willing. But His mercy is not permission to keep defying truth. If physical laws are continually ignored, if wisdom is continually resisted, if harmful doors are continually left open, then the damage cannot be blamed on God.

There are things that open doors. There are also things that should be done but have been neglected. Both matter.

Maintaining Spiritual Strength

Athletes who compete at the highest level do not drift into readiness. They train. They stay conditioned. They maintain strength.

In the same way, Christians are not meant to live spiritually weak, careless, and unprepared. Believers are called to be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might. That strength is not automatic in daily experience. It must be maintained through walking with God.

Scripture says to put on the new man. That includes a new way of thinking. It includes a new posture, new responses, new desires, and new disciplines.

When there is real tuning in to the Lord, He makes necessary adjustments. He sharpens awareness. He reveals what must be addressed. He is not vague with those who truly seek Him.

There was a time when painful inflammation attacked bones and joints. The Holy Spirit immediately revealed what had opened the door for that attack. Once light came, a decision had to follow. Forgiveness was needed, and forgiveness and healing both belong to redemption.

This is why Jesus spoke so boldly when He healed the paralytic. He asked what was easier, to forgive sins or to say, “Rise, take up your bed and walk.” Then He commanded the man to get up and walk. It was not a soft suggestion. It was a command, strong and direct, carrying the force of ongoing action.

That matters. The One being approached for healing is not weak, uncertain, or passive. He is the Son of God.

Apprenticed to Christ

To give the heart to Christ is to decide to follow Him. It is to become His apprentice.

That means learning to become like Him. It means accepting His training. It means allowing His ways to shape life until His nature is seen more clearly in daily living.

This is not about religious performance. It is about transformation.

God sent His Son because of love. Faith works through love. Love is the motive. Love is the force beneath obedience. Without that, faith becomes mechanical and strained. But when love is active, following Jesus becomes the natural direction of the heart.

A strong spiritual condition does not happen by accident. It comes from walking with Him, yielding to Him, and putting on the new man every day.

The Pattern Must Be Changed

Sometimes people ask why they are stuck, why they feel restricted, why they no longer move in the freedom they once had. The answer is not always mysterious. Sometimes the issue is the pattern of life itself.

The same is true in financial trouble. A person can ask God to fix a financial mess, but if foolish habits remain untouched, the same mess will return. If the situation is repaired without the person being changed, the pattern simply repeats itself.

Health can work the same way.

There are doors that get opened through wrong choices, neglect, compromise, and disorder. Righteousness matters. Moral uprightness matters. A small gap can create space for great trouble. But when life is lived in Him, when movement and being are rooted in Him, then the new man is being put on and a different pattern begins to form.

Living in Daily Fellowship

Christianity is not meant to be cold, mechanical, or distant. It is relational. It is experiential.

In Ephesians 3, Paul prays that believers would know the love of God by experience. Not only as doctrine, but as reality. Not only as truth on a page, but as communion in life.

That raises searching questions.

Has there been fellowship with Jesus today? Has the spirit been quiet enough to receive from Him? Has prayer been alive? Has there been thanksgiving for the day? Has the Holy Spirit been welcomed? Has faith been built through praying in the Spirit? Have the disciplines of the Christian life been maintained?

These things are not empty religious habits. They help keep life aligned under the leading of the Holy Spirit. They help keep a person in the right place at the right time, ready for blessing, ready to be a blessing, and aware of God’s protection.

A born again believer is meant to live like one. Not like someone in the world who has no covenant, no Spirit within, and no assurance in God.

Prayer reveals much. When was the last real prayer offered? How fervent has prayer been? Has the pursuit been for things, or for Him?

Those are not small questions. They expose where the heart is turned.

Becoming What Is Beheld

Healing begins with where the eyes are fixed.

Scripture teaches that a person becomes what is beheld. So if the gaze is fixed on fear, fear will shape the soul. If it is fixed on lack, lack will govern the inner life. If it is fixed on sickness, the mind can become consumed by sickness.

But Jesus is not sick.

Jesus is not broken.

Jesus is not worried.

Jesus is not uncertain about tomorrow.

That means the one who abides in Him does not need to live under the tyranny of anxiety. Tomorrow is not unknown to Christ. He is already there. When life is lived in harmony with Him, there can be peace about what lies ahead. Whatever tomorrow brings, He has not been caught off guard. The answer is still the same: walk with Him.

Jesus is the way. Jesus is the truth. Jesus is the abundant life being sought.

Jesus Is Still the Same

Hebrews 13:8 says that Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. Time changes people. Time changes conditions. Time changes bodies, emotions, circumstances, and seasons. But Jesus does not change.

He is the same.

What He did when He walked the earth reveals His heart now. His nature has not shifted. His compassion has not weakened. His power has not diminished.

So if healing is needed, the answer remains what it has always been.

Look to Jesus.

Acts 10:38 says that God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power, and that He went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil. That anointing mattered then, and it still matters now. The Holy Spirit is not separate from power. When the Holy Spirit moves, He moves with power.

Jesus healed because God was with Him. Jesus still heals because He is still the same.

Chapter 2: Close the Door and Reach for Christ

Jesus healed all who were under the tyranny of the devil.

That leaves no confusion about the source of oppression. Sickness is not authored by God. The enemy is the oppressor. He is the one who seeks to steal, weaken, and destroy. Because of that, Scripture warns clearly, “Neither give place to the devil” (Ephesians 4:27).

If no place should be given to the enemy, then every open door must be taken seriously.

Unforgiveness Opens Doors

One of the chief ways people become vulnerable is through unforgiveness. Offense, bitterness, retaliation, resentment, and gossip all create openings that should never be there.

Talking about others in a destructive way is especially dangerous. This is no small matter, particularly among the people of God. If there is a problem in a church situation, it must be handled God’s way, not through murmuring, side conversations, or quiet hostility.

That is why Colossians 3 matters so much. It speaks directly into the issue.

Those who are loved by God and chosen by Him are called to clothe themselves with His virtues: mercy, compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness, patience, and forgiveness. Faults are not to be nursed. Offenses are not to be cherished. The same forgiveness that has been received from Christ is to be released to others. Over all of it, love must govern, because love is the mark of maturity.

Then comes another safeguard: let the peace of Christ rule in the heart, and be thankful.

Thankfulness protects the soul. Peace guards it. Love matures it. Forgiveness frees it.

This has everything to do with healing.

Not Ignorant of the Enemy’s Schemes

Scripture says that believers are not to be ignorant of the enemy’s devices (2 Corinthians 2:11). One of his common strategies is to work through damaged relationships, wounded pride, offended hearts, and unresolved conflict.

The more easily offense is taken, the more easily a door is opened.

That door must stay closed.

Healing is not helped by feeding bitterness. It is not helped by rehearsing injuries. It is not helped by gossiping, retaliating, or silently keeping score. If healing is desired, the heart must remain soft before God.

The Woman Who Reached Beyond the Natural

Mark 5 gives a clear picture of what it looks like to stop staring at the sickness and start looking to Jesus.

The woman with the issue of blood had suffered for twelve years. She had spent all she had on treatments. She had endured much under the care of many doctors. Yet instead of improving, she grew worse.

It is a painfully human picture. She was doing everything she knew to do. She was trying to preserve her life, recover her strength, and get well. There was nothing strange about that. It is natural to want relief. It is natural to seek help. It is natural to want the body restored.

But natural effort had reached its limit.

She needed more than another treatment. She needed more than another opinion. She needed something beyond the reach of ordinary means. She needed supernatural intervention.

That is what must be understood clearly. Healing from Jesus Christ is not merely a natural process with spiritual language added to it. It is the intervention of God. It is the manifestation of the Holy Spirit at work.

Because of that, the Holy Spirit cannot be grieved, resisted, or quenched while still being expected to freely manifest His power. Healing cannot be separated from the presence and work of the Great Physician.

Not Everyone Truly Wants Wholeness

There are times when people want relief from pain, but not the changes that wholeness requires.

That is uncomfortable, but it is true.

Some become attached to the attention sickness brings. Some become dependent on the patterns built around weakness. Some want the discomfort removed, but not the lifestyle surrendered. Some want support to remain while symptoms disappear. Human nature can be very divided.

That is why the question must be faced honestly: is the desire for healing greater than the desire to protect the old pattern?

This woman in Mark 5 had reached a different place. She had exhausted every natural remedy. She had no confidence left in methods alone. She had come to the point where only Jesus would do.

Surrender Includes Lifestyle

Healing is not merely a request for relief. It is also a surrender.

When coming to God for healing, it is right to ask Him to reveal anything in life that has opened the door to attack. It is right to ask for grace, not only to recover, but to live differently. Grace is not passive kindness. Grace empowers obedience. Grace strengthens discipline. Grace helps the flesh come under submission.

If habits, appetites, patterns, or compromises are feeding the problem, then they must be brought before the Lord without excuse.

This is why Jesus said, “Go and sin no more, lest something worse come upon you.” That is not a threat thrown in anger. It is cause and effect. If the pattern remains unchanged, the same enemy will return looking for access again.

Healing must be received, but it must also be walked in.

The Enemy Is Active

The enemy of health is not passive. He is not indifferent. He is not taking a day off.

He seeks opportunity. He looks for openings into mental well-being, physical strength, relationships, finances, and influence. His intention is destruction. Not partial damage, but total ruin.

That is why spiritual carelessness is dangerous.

Believers are called to walk in the light, expelling darkness wherever they go. But that requires spiritual condition. It requires a life that is not dim, not buried, and not compromised. Jesus said that light is not meant to be hidden. The soul is meant to be open to the Holy Spirit, filled with His presence, and led by His life.

To walk in the Spirit is not a decorative idea. It is protection. It is clarity. It is strength.

Faith Reaches Through the Crowd

The woman in Mark 5 was determined. She had not given up. After all the failed attempts in the natural, she heard about Jesus.

She heard what He taught. She heard what He proclaimed. She heard the testimonies of those who had encountered His healing power. Faith began to rise through what she heard.

Then she acted on it.

She pressed through the crowd from behind Him and touched His garment, saying within herself, “If I only touch His clothes, I will be healed.”

That was not passive hope. That was active faith.

And the moment she touched Him, the bleeding stopped. She knew it immediately. Her body bore witness that something had changed. Healing was not vague. It was real. It was felt. Disorder gave way to restoration.

The Power That Surrounded Jesus

Jesus had been anointed with the Holy Spirit and with power. In that union with the Spirit, He went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil.

That power was present even in the middle of a crushing crowd.

People were pressing around Him from every side, close enough to almost suffocate Him, yet only one person drew from that healing power in that moment. Many touched Him outwardly. One reached Him in faith.

That is worth pausing over.

Proximity is not the same as reception.

Being near holy things is not the same as drawing on the power of God. Being in the crowd is not the same as reaching in faith. Many can press around Jesus in a general way while only one truly lays hold of Him with believing expectation.

This woman did.

She had exhausted every other option. She had heard of Jesus. Faith had formed in her heart. Then she reached beyond the natural and received from the supernatural.

Jesus knew at once that someone had touched Him in a different way, because He felt power go out from Him. The power of God was not theoretical. It was present, active, and effective.

And where that power touched her, healing followed.

Chapter 3: Prepare the Heart to Receive

There was a unique expression in the Greek that described the power around Jesus. It could be understood as power constantly going out from Him. The language carries a sense of movement, surge, even a kind of holy flow. Life and power were always present around Christ.

This was not a one-time burst. It was the constant presence of divine life surrounding the Son of God.

And yet not everyone in the crowd received from it.

Many pressed against Him. Many touched Him in the natural. Many were close in body. But only one touched Him in faith and drew out healing.

That is the difference.

Faith Draws What Proximity Cannot

Jesus knew that power had gone out from Him to heal someone. The disciples were confused. From their point of view, everyone was touching Him. The whole crowd was pressing in. It sounded almost absurd to ask, “Who touched Me?”

But Jesus was not speaking of ordinary contact. He was speaking of faith.

There is a touch that comes from need, and there is a touch that comes from faith. There is a difference between being near the presence of God and actually drawing from it. Crowds can gather around Jesus and still leave unchanged. Need alone is not enough. Curiosity is not enough. Even desperation, by itself, is not enough. Faith must reach.

This woman did not merely brush against Him in the chaos. She touched Him with confidence that He was the answer.

## Healing Requires Positioning

Healing is not approached carelessly.

The heart must be positioned to receive. There must be preparation, expectation, and inward agreement with God. Just as other important moments in life require readiness, receiving from God also calls for a right posture.

It is not enough to walk up casually, distracted and half-engaged, hoping something might happen. Faith prepares itself. Faith comes expecting. Faith knows whom it has come to meet.

1 John 5:14-15 says that if anything is asked according to His will, He hears. And if He hears, there can be confidence that the request is received. Hebrews 4:16 says to come boldly to the throne of grace. Boldness does not come from presumption. It comes from knowing God’s heart.

That is why the pursuit of God matters so deeply. Confidence is built in relationship. Assurance grows in fellowship. The more clearly His will is known, the more firmly the heart can stand before Him.

Diligence Matters

God rewards those who diligently seek Him.

That means seeking Him without distractions, without delay, without excuse, and without divided loyalties. It means putting real effort into knowing Him, walking with Him, and responding to Him. The things of God are not cheaply held. A harvest does not come without seed. A garden does not grow without sowing. A bank account does not increase without deposits.

The same principle applies spiritually.

What is sown determines what is reaped. Galatians 6 is plain about this. A harvest grows from seed. So if healing is desired, the question is not only, “What caused the sickness?” Another question must also be asked: “What has been sown into the Spirit?”

If sickness belongs to the fallen physical realm, and healing comes from the kingdom of God, then there must be sowing toward the life of the Spirit. Time with God matters. Obedience matters. Words matter. Attitudes matter. Every choice carries consequence.

This is not harsh. It is simply reality.

The Crowd and the One Woman

Jesus was moving through a packed crowd on His way to help Jairus. There was pressure, interruption, delay, and demand from every side. The disciples were irritated by the disruption. They wanted progress. They wanted efficiency. They wanted to get where they were going.

Then this woman entered the story and slowed everything down again.

That is often how faith looks. It does not always fit neatly into other people’s expectations. It does not always arrive at a convenient time. But Jesus was not distracted by inconvenience. He turned and looked for the one who had touched Him in faith.

In a crowd full of needs, one person drew His attention in a distinct way.

That should not be missed. Faith is never lost in the crowd.

There may be countless people with problems, countless people with burdens, countless people wanting help. But faith stands out to God. As Smith Wigglesworth put it, God will pass by a million people to answer the one who truly believes. Not because He does not care for the rest, but because faith is what receives.

Many want the result. Few truly seek the Giver.

That is the dividing line.

Relationship, Not Mere Results

There is a danger in wanting the blessing while neglecting the relationship. Many desire peace, security, health, joy, provision, and affirmation. Those are real needs. But when those things become the focus instead of God Himself, the heart drifts into idolatry.

The gift begins to matter more than the Giver.

But the good life does not come from chasing outcomes. It comes from relationship with God. Peace flows from Him. Joy flows from Him. Love flows from Him. Soundness of mind flows from Him. Health belongs in that same stream.

Jesus did not come to establish dry religion. He came to bring people into relationship with the Father. That relationship is the source from which the rest of life is rightly ordered.

So healing is not meant to become a separate pursuit detached from communion with Christ. Healing is part of what flows out of walking with Him.

Her Fear and Her Honesty

When the woman realized what had happened, she came forward trembling. She fell before Jesus and told the truth.

Her fear was understandable. According to the law and her condition, she should not have been in that public setting. She had crossed a boundary in order to reach Him. Now she stood in that tension, aware both of her healing and of the possible consequences of what she had done.

Still, she came forward.

That took faith too.

She trusted His mercy enough to be honest in His presence. She did not hide behind the miracle and slip away unnoticed. She came and confessed that she was the one.

That is a beautiful picture of faith. Faith does not only reach for healing. It also comes into the light. It trusts God enough to stand before Him openly.

Healing Is Often a Beginning

Healing is not always the end of the story. In many cases, it is the beginning of a new chapter.

A person can be healed and then must learn how to live differently afterward. Gratitude must remain. Obedience must continue. The old identity may need to be laid down. Old patterns may need to be broken. A new way of life may be required.

A beggar who is healed does not simply celebrate and remain exactly as before. The miracle creates a new responsibility. A new life must now be lived.

That is why thanksgiving matters so much. Healing should stir worship, gratitude, and deeper dependence on God, not casual indifference. The proper response to divine intervention is to give Him the glory and continue walking closely with Him.

Remember Who Is Being Followed

It is easy to forget that the Christian life is a life of following Jesus.

That forgetfulness creates trouble. When that happens, the soul starts drifting back toward self-rule, natural thinking, and old habits. But the call remains the same: follow Him, the way, the truth, and the life.

The Holy Spirit has been given to shape believers into the image of Christ. Not into outward sameness, but into the same spirit, the same love, the same servant-hearted motive, and the same inward pattern of life. God is actively forming His people.

Philippians 1:6 says that the One who began the good work will continue it. He is committed to finishing what He started. He does not abandon the shaping process. He keeps working, molding, correcting, and forming, like clay on the potter’s wheel.

That means healing is not separate from discipleship. The same Christ who heals is also the Christ who forms, leads, and transforms.

Chapter 4: Heal the Soul and Walk in Wisdom

Through every process of shaping, breaking, and pouring out, one thing becomes clear: God loves deeply and consistently.

That love has a way of disarming resistance. Many things can be argued with, delayed, or pushed back against, but the love of God reaches places that force and pressure never can. When His love is truly received, surrender becomes easier. The heart softens. Obedience stops feeling like burden and starts looking like response.

That is where real change begins.

Faith That Comes Forward

After the woman realized she had been healed, she came trembling and fell at the feet of Jesus. She admitted that she was the one who had touched Him. She told her whole story.

Jesus responded with tenderness and clarity: “Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be free from your suffering.”

This was not only a word over her body. It reached deeper than that. The healing touched body and soul. Her suffering had not only been physical. It had affected her whole inner life. Twelve years of weakness, loss, disappointment, isolation, failed treatment, and drained resources would leave marks far beyond the body.

So when Jesus spoke peace over her, He was not merely ending symptoms. He was restoring the person.

The Soul Must Be Renewed

The soul is where thoughts, desires, reactions, memories, wounds, fears, and habits are processed. Even after a person is born again and made one spirit with the Lord, the soul still needs renewal. Salvation in the spirit is immediate. Transformation in the soul is ongoing.

That is why so much trouble can still rise from within. Jesus taught that envy, lust, greed, violence, and corruption come out of the inner life. The soul is where many battles are felt most intensely.

This woman had been through years of exhausting struggle. The strain was not just in her body. It would have touched her confidence, her hope, her emotions, and her sense of worth. Healing, then, was not simply about stopping the blood flow. It was about restoring the whole person to peace.

This matters, because many physical struggles are tied to deeper inward disorder. The outside often reflects the inside more than people want to admit.

What Cannot Be Bought

This woman had spent everything she had, yet she could not buy healing. She could not purchase the favor of Jesus. She could not influence Him with money, status, leverage, or strength. She came empty.

That emptiness is not a disadvantage in the kingdom of God. It is often the place where true receiving begins.

Isaiah 55 gives the invitation plainly: come, listen, come thirsty, come without money, come and receive what cannot be bought. The requirement is not wealth. It is thirst. It is surrender. It is willingness to wait, listen, and receive.

That cuts across the natural instinct to solve everything through effort, payment, pressure, or control. God is not moved by financial power. He is looking for yielded hearts. Simon the sorcerer learned that sharply when he tried to buy spiritual power in Acts. The things of God are never for sale.

Healing is received by coming thirsty, by listening, and by surrendering before Him.

A Prospering Soul

Isaiah says to listen carefully, eat what is good, and let the soul delight itself in abundance. Then 3 John 2 echoes the same principle: “Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your soul prospers.”

That connection cannot be ignored.

Health and inner condition are not unrelated. A prospering soul does not mean a trouble-free life. It means an inward life that is being brought under the peace, truth, joy, and order of God. It means there is agreement with Him, not constant resistance. It means the heart is learning to delight in what He says is good.

Isaiah also says, “Incline your ear and come to Me. Hear, and your soul shall live.” That is the path. Listen. Submit. Consent to the divine will. Come near. Let the soul revive in His presence.

This brings the issue back once again to lifestyle. Not merely diet or routine, but the deeper pattern of the will.

The Pride Hidden in Preference

Even simple preferences can expose deeper issues.

A person may strongly dislike something because of childhood experience and never question it. Yet when that thing is brought into the light, it may reveal more than taste. It may reveal pride. It may reveal an old refusal to submit. It may reveal that the will still resists anything that feels forced, even long after the moment has passed.

That is sobering. It means the problem is often not the object itself, but the posture of the heart toward surrender.

This is why David prayed for God to search him and shine light on anything that was out of harmony with Him. That is not religious excess. That is wisdom. Anything in the heart that is not aligned with God becomes a point of weakness. It gives place to the enemy. It creates space for stumbling.

The goal is not bondage under law. The goal is freedom, health, and life under grace.

Grace Still Speaks

Grace is not silence. Grace is not passive permission. Grace is not God looking away while destruction continues unchecked.

Grace is the working of the Holy Spirit. And the Holy Spirit speaks. He impresses. He convicts. He reveals. He leads. He causes things to become known.

So when there is confusion about how to hear God, the starting point is not complexity. It is learning to discern the difference in source and motive.

Personal thoughts usually revolve around self, preference, preservation, comfort, fear, advantage, and desire. The Holy Spirit’s impressions come with a different motive. The content is different. The direction is different. The tone of the inward prompting carries the wisdom and will of God rather than the cravings of self.

The sound may not be audible, but the substance is distinct.

The conscience becomes a place where that difference is recognized. The will then has to decide whether to allow it or resist it.

Wisdom May Confront What Is Loved

Sometimes the answer from God is not the answer that was wanted.

When someone waits on the Lord and asks why a problem is happening, the Holy Spirit may point directly to the cause. It might be a habit that feels harmless. It might be something deeply enjoyed. It might be something defended for years.

That does not make the answer any less true.

There are times when a physical issue continues because something keeps feeding it. The wisdom of God may expose that connection with uncomfortable precision. When that happens, the question becomes simple: is the desire for health greater than the desire to keep the habit?

God is not cruel when He speaks that way. He is answering the question that was asked. He is not taking away life. He is showing the path back into it.

When the cause is removed, health can return. The issue was never that God arbitrarily denied pleasure. The issue was that wisdom identified what was harming the body.

Idolatry Changes the Center

There is always danger when a created thing becomes central.

Money can become a false god when it is treated as the key to security, freedom, or control. Health can also become an idol when it is pursued as an end in itself rather than received as something that flows from God. Even good desires become distorted when they are enthroned.

That is the real issue.

The problem is not wanting health. The problem is loving health more than the One who gives it. The problem is not wanting provision. The problem is trusting provision more than God.

Wisdom keeps the order right.

This is not legalism. It is not life under harsh rule-keeping. It is life under divine wisdom. Scripture says wisdom is the principal thing. To hear from God is to hear wisdom. To follow Him is to walk in wisdom. And wisdom protects what foolishness destroys.

Peace Comes Through Surrender

The woman did not buy her healing. She did not earn it. She did not argue her way into it. She came in weakness, touched Jesus in faith, and then fell before Him in honesty. He answered with peace.

That remains the pattern.

The soul is revived when it stops fighting God’s will. It prospers when it yields. It finds health when it listens. It becomes free when it is brought into agreement with the Lord.

The path is not complicated, though it may be costly to the flesh. Wait. Listen. Come thirsty. Surrender. Receive. Walk in the wisdom He gives.

That is where healing reaches beyond the body and begins restoring the whole person.

Chapter 5: A Renewed Soul Can Hold the Promise

Wisdom calls out plainly, yet it is often ignored.

Proverbs shows wisdom crying out in the streets, making itself known, offering direction before disaster comes. But many pass by without listening. Then when trouble arrives, they suddenly want the help they had no interest in before. The issue is not that God is unwilling. The issue is that the heart can become stubborn through repeated resistance.

God does not stop being faithful. But He does not strive endlessly with a will that keeps choosing rebellion.

Willful Sin Hardens the Heart

There is a dangerous kind of sin that is not accidental or impulsive. It is willful. It knows something is wrong and still chooses it because it is pleasurable.

That repeated choice has an effect.

Over time, the heart becomes harder. The conscience grows dull. Conviction weakens. What once troubled the soul no longer seems serious. It becomes like a callus that keeps thickening until sensitivity is lost.

In that state, the issue is not that God has turned away. The issue is that the person has turned away from Him. The ear grows less able to hear because the will has grown more determined to resist.

That is why the soul must be revived and renewed. Healing is not merely about getting relief in the body. It is about bringing the inner life back into softness, responsiveness, and agreement with God.

Renewal Is Not Cosmetic

The transformation of the mind is not a small renovation. It is much deeper than that. It is more like demolition.

Old patterns, old loyalties, old instincts, old frameworks, and old reactions must be torn down to the foundation. What was once built by culture, upbringing, experience, and fleshly habit cannot simply be touched up. It must be replaced by kingdom thinking.

A person may have been trained by family, nation, or personality to respond in a certain way. But once born again, a new citizenship governs life. The believer is now a citizen of the kingdom of God. That changes the basis of response.

This is not a denial of earthly assignment. It is the proper order of it. Jesus comes first. His kingdom comes first. Then earthly responsibility is carried out under His rule.

That is true in personal life, public life, prayer, calling, and even national responsibility. Influence begins by being rightly aligned with Christ.

Vision Must Be Kept Before the Soul

What God has spoken must be kept in view.

Vision fades quickly when it is not rehearsed. Assignment becomes blurry when it is not remembered. That is why it helps to keep what matters before the eyes. Write it plainly. Keep it simple. Let it remain visible enough to be remembered and acted on.

The soul drifts when vision is neglected. But when vision stays in view, the inner life is repeatedly brought back to its purpose.

That matters for healing too.

If the soul is always filled with symptoms, fear, bad reports, and past disappointments, it will keep leaning in that direction. But if the soul is repeatedly brought back to Christ, His word, His kingdom, and His promise, then a different inward atmosphere begins to form.

Prayer is part of that realignment. Prayerlessness leaves a person where flesh and circumstance dominate. Prayer brings the heart back under God’s rule.

The Kingdom Message Must Be Understood

Jesus said that if the parable of the sower is not understood, the rest of the parables will remain unclear. That is because it explains how the kingdom works.

The farmer sows the message of the kingdom. The seed is the word of God. The kingdom is spiritual, yet it is very real. It is entered and lived in by walking in the Spirit rather than in the flesh. That means the word of the kingdom is not meant to remain theory. It is meant to take root and produce life, including healing.

But the condition of the heart determines what happens to that word.

Some hear it, but it feels irrelevant. They are not interested in how faith works, how truth enters, or how the kingdom operates. They only want the result. So the word never settles. It is dismissed almost as soon as it is heard, and the enemy steals it away.

That is one of the great losses in the life of faith. Many want the answer while remaining uninterested in the way God brings it.

Shallow Reception Cannot Last

Other people receive the word gladly at first. It sounds good. It gives a burst of hope. It stirs emotion. But because the soul does not let it sink deep, it does not last.

When trouble comes, when pressure rises, when persecution or contradiction shows up, the word wilts under the strain.

That pressure often comes right at the level of the mind and will. Thoughts begin to press in. Fear rises. Frustration flares. Doubt starts speaking. Circumstances argue against the promise. Other voices question whether God can really be trusted.

Frustration is often the flesh pushing back against discipline. It is the flesh protesting against being denied what it wants. It wants pleasure, ease, comfort, control, and immediate relief. When the soul is learning to walk in the way of Christ, the flesh does not sit quietly. It complains. It resists. It pressures.

At the same time, outside pressure keeps building. Reports come. Circumstances tighten. Others speak fear. Uncertainty grows. The result is a battle on both fronts.

If there is no depth, the word is pushed out.

Traditional Thinking Fights Kingdom Truth

One reason the word struggles to take root is that the soul is already crowded with traditional ways of thinking.

There may be years of experience, disappointment, calculation, habit, and natural reasoning already built into the mind. Then the seed of the kingdom is sown into that environment. At first it may seem small compared to everything else already growing there.

But that does not mean it is weak.

It means it must be protected and cultivated until it grows stronger than what was there before.

A person may hear that God meets every need, yet inwardly still trust tradition, systems, experts, forecasts, or inherited patterns of thinking more than God. The mouth may agree with truth, but the soul still leans elsewhere. That conflict weakens endurance.

The old structure must not be decorated. It must be demolished and rebuilt. Otherwise, kingdom truth is forced to compete with deep-rooted unbelief.

The Seed Must Be Defended

The word of God begins like a seed among many other voices. It may be surrounded by doubt, fear, bad memories, and natural reasoning. But if it is kept, watered, spoken, and defended, it grows.

Diligence matters here.

Resisting pressure is not meant to be done in mere human strength. That is why Ephesians 6 calls believers to be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might. The battle is spiritual, and it often targets the mind through circumstances, relationships, reports, and fears.

Bad news comes. Symptoms speak. People speak. Delay speaks. The enemy tries to build pressure until the soul lets go of the word.

That is why the seed must be guarded. It must be chosen again and again over what the flesh feels and what the world says.

A renewed soul can hold the promise when pressure rises. An unrenewed soul lets it slip.

Healing Requires More Than Hearing

Hearing the message once is not enough.

The soul must receive it deeply. It must hold onto it when challenged. It must let the word confront old thought patterns, expose unbelief, and rebuild inner life around the truth of God. Only then does the kingdom begin to produce lasting fruit.

The woman who was healed did not merely want a result. She pressed through to Jesus in faith. In the same way, the heart that wants healing must keep pressing until the word of the kingdom becomes stronger than fear, stronger than tradition, and stronger than the arguments of the flesh.

That is where endurance is formed.

That is where faith matures.

That is where the soul becomes able to carry what God has spoken.

Chapter 6: Let the Word Take Root

Many battles are won or lost in the soul long before anything changes outwardly.

Fear comes from every direction. Fear of loss. Fear of drought. Fear of bad news. Fear of decline. Fear that something worse is coming. In those moments, the call is not to panic, but to be strong in the power of God’s might.

The answer is to put on the new man in Christ.

Stand in the Evil Day

There are days when pressure seems to come from every side at once. Trouble piles up. Circumstances tighten. Thoughts grow loud. The soul feels pressed from above, below, and all around.

That is the evil day.

In those moments, Scripture says to put on the whole armor of God, to submit to God, resist the devil, and stand. Victory is not produced by human strength, willpower, or natural grit. It is by the Holy Spirit.

When the soul has no root, it wilts under pressure. That is why the word of God must be allowed to go deep. Colossians 3:16 says to let the word of Christ dwell richly within. It must not sit on the surface. It must be planted, nourished, and given space to take hold.

What Crowds Out the Word

Jesus taught that some hear the message, but the cares of life, the seduction of wealth, and the desire for other things choke the word so that it produces nothing.

The issue is not always open rebellion. Sometimes it is simply overcrowding.

Too much noise. Too much busyness. Too much distraction. Too many competing desires. The word is heard, but it is crowded out before it can bear fruit.

Then there is the good soil. That is the heart that opens itself to receive. That heart bears fruit, sometimes thirtyfold, sometimes sixtyfold, sometimes a hundredfold.

The difference is not in the seed. The difference is in the condition of the soul receiving it.

Different Conditions in the Same Soul

These different soils are not only categories for different people. At times, all of them can be found in one person.

There are moments when the heart is tender and receptive. There are other moments when it is distracted, shallow, hardened, or crowded. Much depends on the condition in which the word is received.

If the day begins in rush, noise, and self-direction, there may be little room left to hear from the Lord. If the inner life is already consumed by activity, pressure, or desire, then receptivity is weakened before the word is even heard.

That is why the condition of the heart must be noticed. A person must learn to identify where hardness is showing up, where shallowness is present, where distraction is choking the word, and where good soil is forming.

This kind of honesty matters.

Go Over the Word Again

Many things are not fully understood the first time they are heard.

That is true in everyday life and it is true with God’s word. Something may seem familiar, yet on returning to it, new meaning appears. Details stand out that were previously missed. What seemed already known turns out not to have been grasped deeply at all.

So the word must be revisited.

Following Jesus means apprenticeship. An apprentice does not pretend to already know what the master is teaching. The whole point of apprenticeship is to be trained into skill. If righteousness is the goal, then there must be training in righteousness.

That takes repetition, attention, and humility.

Abiding Is Essential

Jesus said in John 15:5 that apart from Him, nothing can be produced that carries His life.

That is not exaggeration. It is truth.

The life of God does not flow through self-sufficiency. It flows through abiding. It flows through union, dependence, and ongoing fellowship. Without abiding, effort may still exist, activity may still continue, but true kingdom fruit does not come.

Healing belongs in that same pattern. It is not detached from abiding in Christ. It flows in the life of the kingdom.

Faith Comes Through the Word

Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.

That is how spiritual life began in the first place. The gospel was heard, the word entered the heart, faith rose, and the Holy Spirit brought new birth. What happened at salvation reveals something vital: faith is carried in the word God speaks.

When God said, “Let there be light,” light came because His word carried His life and power. In the same way, when His word is received in faith, the Holy Spirit works through it.

That is why healing cannot be separated from the word of God. If Christ is to be received as healer, then the heart must receive what God says about healing. This is not mental agreement only. It must become a heart matter. It must sink into the soul until there is inward conviction.

That only happens through study, meditation, and continued pursuit.

Forgiveness, Restoration, and Wholeness

Again and again in the Gospels, healing and forgiveness are seen together. Restoration is not narrow. It reaches into physical health, mental health, and restored relationship with God.

There were also times when others brought someone to Jesus in faith, and He honored that faith. There were crowds who came and were healed. There were individuals who heard and responded. In all of these accounts, one theme keeps appearing: they heard first.

They heard His word.

Jesus did not speak like other men. He spoke with authority. His words carried the force of truth, not just information. He did not speak as one offering an opinion. He spoke as one declaring reality. That is why His words created such response. They carried the atmosphere of the kingdom.

After the Holy Spirit came upon Him and after He overcame temptation in the wilderness, He ministered in power. Then people heard what He said, heard what He had done, and acted on that word in faith.

That sequence matters.

They heard, then faith moved, then power was released.

The Hearing Must Be Checked

A pilot does not take off without running through a checklist. The same kind of care is needed in approaching God.

Before prayer, the heart should be checked. What is the attitude of approach? What is faith being based on? Is there confidence in God’s word, or is the prayer only a desperate wish? Is the heart coming in faith, in humility, in surrender, and in expectation?

These questions matter because only one of the four hearing conditions carries the full potential for fruitfulness.

That good soil produces varying measures, thirty, sixty, and a hundredfold. Romans 12:2 speaks of discerning the good, acceptable, and perfect will of God. There is growth in discernment, growth in fruitfulness, and growth in how fully the will of God is embraced.

The issue is not whether God has enough. The issue is whether the heart is open enough to receive.

Remove the Distractions

Jesus spoke of the pearl of great price, something so valuable that everything else was gladly given up to obtain it.

That same principle applies here.

If healing is being sought from God, then every distraction that competes with what He is saying must be removed. Anything that keeps the heart divided must go. The soul cannot receive clearly while clinging tightly to other loves, other fears, or other demands.

The starting point may be simple and honest: confess the sin of putting healing before the Healer.

That is a real beginning.

From there, the Holy Spirit can reveal what else needs to be addressed. But the person is not disqualified by coming weak, thirsty, and aware of failure. In fact, that is often where true positioning begins. God is not looking for polished performance. He is looking for a heart that comes honestly and yields to His leading.

Receive the Word That Carries Power

The Holy Spirit works through the word He has spoken. If that word is not received, then there is no true position to hear, believe, and respond.

That is why hearing matters so much.

Healing is not reached by noise, panic, or striving. It comes as the word of God is received into the soul, allowed to take root, and believed deeply enough that the Spirit can work through it.

The heart must be prepared. The distractions must be cleared. The word must be received. The soul must become good soil.

That is where healing begins to take shape.

Chapter 7: Get to Know the Healer

Healing that lasts does not come from chasing symptoms. It comes from coming under the blessing of God and learning to walk in His way.

Sickness belongs under the curse. Healing belongs under the blessing. So if healing is to remain, there must be more than a moment of relief. There must be a repositioning of life. The heart must come under God’s word, under His truth, and under His leading.

That is why the call is simple: come to the word.

Come to the Word

God’s word is not distant from Him. His word is Him speaking. It is personal, living, and active. To come to the word is to come to His voice.

When the heart prays, “Father, open this to me,” that is not a small prayer. It is a request for grace, mercy, and positioning. It is asking God to bring the soul out from under confusion, fear, and the curse, and place it under the blessing of His truth.

The Holy Spirit does that work.

He takes what is written and makes it alive. He leads through Scripture. He reveals Christ in what He has said. He teaches the heart how to walk with Jesus, how to watch Him, how to listen to Him, and how to learn His ways. That is apprenticeship in righteousness. It is how a believer becomes skillful in walking with God and cooperating with the Holy Spirit.

There is great need today for the manifest power of the Holy Spirit healing the sick. But the path back to that power is not hype. It is not self-effort. It is the word of God received, believed, and obeyed.

When There Is Nowhere Else to Go

There are moments when every other option runs out.

Natural help reaches its limit. Human strength is gone. The soul accepts the worst because every report says the end has come. That place can feel final. It can feel like life has already drained away before death even arrives.

Yet sometimes that is the very place where the heart finally turns fully toward God.

Desperation becomes different when it stops looking for how a person can fix things, or how someone else can fix things, and realizes there is only One who can. That shift matters. It changes the direction of the soul. It brings the eyes back to God.

That is where many true encounters begin.

Like the prodigal son who came to himself when everything was spent, there comes a point where pride is gone, options are gone, and self-confidence is gone. Then the cry becomes simple: “I have nothing left. I need to hear from You.”

That kind of desperation is no longer chasing results through human means. It is turning toward the Healer Himself.

Obedience Gives Healing a Place to Stay

When God speaks, He often begins with instruction.

Sometimes those instructions are simple. Sometimes they are costly. Sometimes they stretch the soul far beyond what feels reasonable. But they are not random. They are part of positioning the life under the blessing.

The instruction may include study, prayer, confession of truth, and deliberate action in faith. It may require time. It may require laying aside old routines. It may require treating the pursuit of healing like serious work, not occasional interest.

That is because lasting healing is not simply about getting a miracle. It is about becoming aligned with the One who gives it.

A healing received without a changed life may be lost again. Not because God is cruel, but because the same old patterns can reopen the same old doors. If the person goes back to the same lifestyle, the same disregard, and the same self-directed way of living, the trouble returns.

So this time, the lesson must be deeper. Healing must come through the word so it can remain.

Work for the One Who Heals

There is a way God reorders life that cuts through fear.

If health is gone and employment is gone, the natural mind immediately worries about income, security, and survival. But God has a way of turning the soul back to first things. The issue is not ultimately money or strength. The issue is relationship and obedience.

The Lord can provide through any means He chooses. He is not limited. What matters is being found in His vineyard, doing His work, living His way, and trusting His payment.

That means the primary assignment becomes this: follow Him.

Not occasionally. Not when convenient. Not as an addition to self-rule. Follow Him fully. His lifestyle, His truth, His way. Not mine.

When life comes under that order, fear begins to lose its grip.

The Long Work of Faith

There are some answers from God that do not produce immediate visible change, even though the promise has been given.

That can test the soul deeply.

A word may come early, even a strong assurance, yet the manifestation may take time. In that waiting, the heart is being trained. The old patterns are being dealt with. The person is learning that God means what He says, and that His word is not to be treated lightly.

Sometimes that process is long. It may take months. It may require sustained prayer, steady meditation in the word, and daily confession of truth over the body and soul. The old life says this is too much. Faith says the word is worth staying with until it becomes life in experience.

This kind of process is not wasted time. It is deep work. God is not merely restoring health. He is teaching the soul to live under His lordship.

Healing Comes Through Knowing the Healer

The central message comes back one last time: if healing is desired, then the Healer must be known.

Not merely admired. Not merely quoted. Not merely visited in crisis. Known.

To know the Healer is to walk with Him, hear Him, submit to Him, trust Him, and allow His truth to reorder life. It is to stop trying to excuse the habits and attitudes that permit affliction to keep entering. It is to let Him expose what must change and then to follow through in obedience.

He does not lie.

He does not fail.

He does not let people down.

But He does require that His way be taken seriously.

That is not harshness. That is mercy. It is mercy that refuses to leave a person trapped in the same cycle. It is mercy that teaches the heart how to live free.

Encouragement for the One Who Has Heard

The fact that this word has been heard matters.

It means there is still invitation. There is still grace. There is still access. There is still a way forward. The Healer is still speaking, still drawing, still leading people out from under the curse and into life.

So there is reason for encouragement.

Whoever seeks the Healer will hear from the Healer. And when He speaks, He gives the direction needed to move out of darkness, out of confusion, and into the place where life can flourish.

Conclusion
