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Chapter 1

The Creative Power of Words

What a wonderful God we serve.

There is great freedom in Christ. But that freedom comes with responsibility. One of the greatest responsibilities given to a believer is the ability to choose words.

Words are not small things. They are not just sounds, habits, reactions, or emotional releases. Words carry power. When the power of creative words is understood and mastered, it becomes life changing.

It is difficult to fully grasp the privilege of choosing what comes out of the mouth. The weight of that privilege can only begin to be understood by going back to the beginning.

In Genesis 1, God created the world by speaking.

The physical world that can be seen, touched, heard, smelled, and experienced came into being through the words of God. God spoke, and creation responded.

That means words are connected to creation. Words are connected to substance. Words are connected to what becomes visible.

Hebrews 11:1 says that faith is the substance of things hoped for and the evidence of things not seen.

Many fears, anxieties, and struggles come from the lack of things. People become troubled by what they do not have, what they need, what they fear losing, or what they cannot see yet. But faith deals with things hoped for before they are seen.

Faith gives substance to what is not yet visible.

And faith is closely connected to words.

What is believed, spoken, confessed, and expected begins to shape how life is approached. Words can either agree with lack, fear, and defeat, or they can agree with the Word of God.

God’s Word in the Mouth of a Believer

When the Word of God is believed and placed in the mouth, the believer begins to take part in the same kind of creative power seen in Genesis. This does not mean a person becomes God. It means the believer agrees with God and speaks what God has already said.

God’s words carry God’s thoughts.

He wants His thoughts to become the thoughts of His people. He wants His Word to shape their expectation. His desire is not only that Scripture be read, but that it becomes settled inside the soul and released through faith-filled words.

Ephesians 3:20 says that God is able to do exceedingly and abundantly above all that can be asked or imagined, according to the power that works in us.

That phrase matters: according to the power that works in us.

God’s power is not distant. It is at work within the believer through the Holy Spirit. This power is able to accomplish more than the highest prayer, desire, thought, hope, or dream.

That is not something to rush past.

This is why meditation on the Word of God matters.

Some truths cannot be properly handled by intellect alone. They must be received, pondered, spoken, and allowed to shape the inner life. The mind may read the words, but the Holy Spirit leads a person into the life of the words.

Meditation involves more than quiet thinking. It includes confession. It includes speaking God’s Word out loud. It includes allowing God’s thoughts to become personal expectation.

God’s Word in the heart and mouth, empowered by the Holy Spirit, can produce what human strength, effort, and imagination cannot produce on their own.

Engaging the Holy Spirit

Jesus did not live out His ministry by human strength alone. He said that the Father in Him did the works.

The same principle applies to the believer’s life. It is not enough to have the Holy Spirit within and then live as though everything depends on natural strength. The Holy Spirit must be engaged.

A person can sit in a motor vehicle and still go nowhere. The engine may be present. The gears may be available. But movement requires engagement.

In the same way, the believer is indwelt by the Holy Spirit, but must purposefully, knowingly, and faithfully yield thoughts, dreams, expectations, and words to Him.

The Holy Spirit must be released into the way life is lived.

John 6:63 says that the words of Jesus are spirit and life. The Holy Spirit gives life to the things hoped for. He takes the Word of God and brings it into living operation.

This is why merely understanding Scripture is not enough.

The Word must be meditated on. It must move deeper than mental recall. It must become part of the inner life.

Information Is Not the Same as Wisdom

There is a difference between being taught and being transformed.

Teaching can provide information. A person can listen, retain facts, pass an exam, and then forget what was learned. That kind of knowledge may remain only in intellectual recall.

But the Word of God is not meant to sit in the mind like facts stored for a test.

Information becomes wisdom when it is applied. Wisdom takes truth and uses it to resolve problems, open new territory, and produce change.

The question is not only, “Can this be remembered?”

The deeper question is, “Has this entered the soul in a way that changes how life is lived?”

Meditation helps the Word move from information into formation. The Word begins to shape responses, expectations, decisions, and speech. It deposits life.

Then, when pressure comes, the believer has something living to draw from.

Strength in Weakness

In 2 Corinthians 12:9, God tells Paul that His grace is sufficient, and that His strength is made perfect in weakness.

This is not weakness as an identity. It is weakness as the place where human sufficiency ends and divine power is engaged.

Where natural strength is not enough, the believer must change gears.

There are moments where human ability, intelligence, money, effort, and control are insufficient. The situation must be deferred to the Holy Spirit. The power source must change.

This is where faith-filled words matter.

The believer is not called to release fear-filled words, defeated words, or words that simply describe the problem. The believer is called to release creative, Spirit-filled words of authority.

Words of Authority

Matthew 8:5-13 gives the account of the centurion who came to Jesus concerning his sick servant.

The centurion understood authority. He knew what it meant to give a command and have that command obeyed. Because he was under authority, he could exercise authority.

He told Jesus that there was no need for Jesus to physically come to his home. Jesus only needed to speak the word, and the servant would be healed.

The centurion recognised that Jesus had authority over sickness and disease.

This is an important picture for believers. Authority is not based on emotion, volume, or religious performance. Authority comes from being rightly positioned under God.

The believer has been baptised into the body of Christ. In Christ, there is legal freedom from the curse, from infirmity, from lack, and from all that Christ has redeemed His people from.

Romans 8:17 says believers are joint heirs with Christ.

That means there is access to what belongs to Christ. But access must be understood and exercised. What is legally available must be received and walked in by faith.

The Holy Spirit dwelling within, joined with the Word of God planted in the soul, is released through the words that are spoken.

That changes things.

It changes circumstances. It changes atmosphere. It changes the condition being faced. It moves the believer into their position in Christ.

The Name of Jesus

The believer is seated with Christ in heavenly places. That position carries authority.

When the name of Jesus is used in faith, it is not a religious phrase. It is the use of delegated authority.

The believer is Christ’s ambassador on earth. The right to use His name comes from being joined to Him. Through the new birth, the believer has been made alive in the Spirit and brought into sonship.

The name of Jesus carries authority over sickness, infirmity, lack, want, and every form of the curse.

This authority does not come from human strength. It comes from union with Christ.

1 Corinthians 6:17 says that the one who is joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him.

That union matters.

The Holy Spirit does not merely visit the believer. He dwells within. The life of God is not meant to remain separate from daily life. It is meant to influence thought, speech, expectation, and action.

Faith Must Become a Lifestyle

It is not enough to say, “God, do something,” and then blame God when nothing changes.

Nothing in the Kingdom of God works without faith.

Faith is not mental agreement. It is not simply nodding along to biblical ideas. That is only mental assent.

Faith must be built into a lifestyle.

The Word of God must live within a person until it changes how they think, speak, act, and expect. It must create a complete revolution in the inner life.

When the Holy Spirit inspires the imagination, expectation rises. A person no longer settles for barely getting by. The heart begins to see beyond survival. It begins to see what God has made available.

Concern over what others think begins to lose power when the knowledge of what God thinks becomes stronger.

The hope of the believer is this: Christ in you, the hope of glory.

Completeness is found in Him. The Holy Spirit within the believer brings the life of Christ into the words of God spoken from the mouth.

And when that happens, life begins to change.

Joined to the Lord

1 Corinthians 6 speaks strongly about union. It gives the example of physical union and shows that joining oneself to another is not a casual matter. There is a joining that takes place.

Then it gives the higher truth: the one joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him.

This means the believer’s union with Christ is deeply spiritual and deeply real.

Words should flow from that union.

The believer is not meant to speak only from pressure, fear, pain, or lack. The believer is called to speak from the Word of God, the indwelling Holy Spirit, and the authority of Christ.

God’s thoughts become planted in the soul.

God’s Word becomes alive in the mouth.

God’s Spirit empowers what is spoken.

That is the power of creative words.

Chapter 2

Speaking from Agreement with God

Sexual immorality has no place in the life of someone who wants the blessing of Christ to rule their life.

The body belongs to Christ. The believer is joined to Him. Because of that, the body cannot be treated as though it is separate from spiritual life.

When a person joins themselves sexually to another outside of God’s order, it is not just a physical act. Something deeper is affected. People often carry brokenness from one relationship into the next. They may leave one situation wounded, then bring that pain, confusion, and baggage into another.

The Holy Spirit brings people back into wholeness.

That healing requires agreement with how God sees things. God’s thoughts must become more than beliefs that sit in the mind. His thoughts must become a lifestyle. They must govern what is spoken, chosen, and pursued.

When God’s view becomes settled inside a person, the mouth begins to change. Words start coming from truth instead of damage.

Prayer Must Agree with God’s Word

When a believer comes before God in prayer, the petition must be based on what God has promised.

Prayer is not meant to be built on guesses, maybes, emotions, or personal wishes. It is meant to be built on covenant promise.

God does not ask His people to present their fears as the foundation of prayer. He calls them to bring His Word back to Him.

When the name of Jesus is used, it carries authority. The believer stands on earth in the authority of Jesus’ name. At the same time, Jesus is the advocate before the Father. He presents the petition on behalf of the believer.

But heaven does not legally endorse fear, confusion, unbelief, or emotional noise.

Heaven backs the Word of God.

1 John 5:14-15 teaches that when prayer is according to God’s will, He hears. This is why the Word must be known, believed, and spoken. The petition must be anchored in what God has said.

The Accuser and Idle Words

There is also an accuser.

Satan is called the accuser of the brethren. He looks for words that are idle, careless, and out of agreement with God. Idle words are words with no holy assignment. They are not sent to create good. They are not shaped by faith.

Matthew 12:34 says that out of the abundance of the heart, the mouth speaks.

This means words reveal what has been stored in the soul. If the soul is full of fear, anxiety, hatred, stress, and failure, those things will eventually come out of the mouth.

And those words matter.

Mark 11:23 teaches that what is spoken in faith carries great significance. Words can either speak to the mountain, or they can make the mountain seem larger.

When words are filled with fear, anxiety, concern, and failure, the problem becomes magnified. The mountain grows in the imagination. The obstacle becomes bigger than the promise.

But the believer is called to overcome.

John 16:33 says there will be trouble in this world, but Christ has overcome the world. Trouble is not denied. Pressure is not pretended away. The world will bring opposition.

But the believer is not meant to live underneath it.

1 John 5:4 says faith is the victory that overcomes the world.

Faith does not always stop trouble from coming. But faith keeps trouble from ruling.

Changing Gears in Weakness

There are moments when natural strength is not enough.

The Apostle Paul understood this. In weakness, he learned to glory in the power of Christ. He changed gears. He shifted from human sufficiency into the strength of God.

This is the believer’s calling as well.

When pressure comes, the answer is not to collapse into fear. The answer is to engage the indwelling Holy Spirit.

The believer is seated with Christ in heavenly places, yet still living on earth. This can be difficult to understand if only seen naturally. But the spirit is not bound by the limits of the flesh.

The body is limited to the physical realm. But God is Spirit. The believer is created in the image of God. The born-again person is a spiritual being living in a body.

This is why spiritual position matters.

Ephesians 6:10 says to be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might. The believer is not called to stand in their own strength. They are called to take up the strength of God.

When standing in God’s might, the enemy is no longer only confronting a human being. He is confronting the God who lives within that believer.

That is Christianity.

Christianity is not merely a set of beliefs. It is the living God dwelling in the believer. It is time for His life to be allowed to rise and express itself through His people.

Knowing Truth Is Not the Same as Experiencing It

A person can know biblical truth and still not experience it.

Many say, “I tried that and it did not work.”

But often, what was tried was not faith. It was a temporary attempt. It was a moment of desperation without a lifestyle of agreement.

Ephesians 3 shows that God wants His people to experience His presence and power. He wants them to know the shift from the natural into the Spirit. He wants daily life to be lived in fellowship with the Holy Spirit.

This applies even to practical needs.

When financial pressure comes, fear often speaks first. Prices rise. Fuel rises. Food becomes more expensive. Bills increase. The natural response is to speak lack.

“I cannot afford this.”

“I cannot do that.”

“There is not enough.”

“This will not work.”

But if the soul is full of anxiety, fear, stress, and lack, then those are the words that will come out when pressure comes.

The issue is not pretending financial pressure is not real. The issue is deciding which reality will govern the mouth.

The believer must learn to speak from faith in God’s provision, not from panic over the need.

Faith Takes Action

Faith is not passive.

In the account of Jesus feeding the five thousand, there were two fish and five loaves. Jesus took what was available, gave thanks, broke it, and distributed it. The miracle involved a seed.

There had to be something offered.

There had to be a faith action.

There had to be a faith initiative.

This principle runs through Scripture. God gives His plan. His Word reveals His will. Then people must agree with Him and act.

The Word of God is the revealed will of God. When more specific direction is needed, the Holy Spirit gives understanding. John 16 shows that the Holy Spirit hears and reveals what comes from the Father and the Son.

This is why relationship with the Holy Spirit is essential.

The believer needs to hear what to do, how to respond, and how to handle what is coming. Sometimes the Holy Spirit brings a Scripture to mind. Sometimes He gives an inner knowing. Sometimes there is a quiet direction rising into the heart.

This is not mechanical religion. It is living relationship.

Speak What God Says

Ezekiel 37 gives a powerful picture.

God asked the prophet if the dry bones could live. The prophet answered that only God knew. Then God told him to prophesy to the bones.

The miracle did not happen until the prophet spoke the inspired word God gave him.

God said, “Speak.”

Then there was movement.

This pattern appears throughout Scripture. God speaks. People agree. People say what God says. Then what God has spoken begins to manifest.

After Adam gave authority to Satan, God worked through men and women who would agree with Him and speak His Word. The pattern remained: say what God says.

The promises of God are already loaded with life. But the believer must ask which promise applies to the situation being faced.

The Holy Spirit quickens the Word. He brings the right Scripture into awareness. Then that Scripture must be meditated on until it opens.

When the Word opens, light comes.

That light brings wisdom, insight, and understanding. Where there was no visible solution, a path begins to appear.

Then prayer becomes more than religious repetition. It becomes a petition based on a living Word received from God.

Fear Blocks Hearing

When people say, “God is not meeting my needs,” or “I tried that and nothing happened,” the problem is not that God has abandoned them.

God does not leave His people.

But people can become spiritually deaf.

Hebrews 5 speaks of becoming dull of hearing. This happens when the heart becomes slow to receive what the Spirit is saying.

Sometimes the answer is not another complaint. Sometimes the answer is to repent, become quiet, and listen.

The Holy Spirit knows what is needed before it is asked. Matthew 6:8 says the Father knows the need before prayer is even spoken.

God has made provision for daily bread.

The temptation is to fear that He will not provide.

That temptation must be resisted.

Jesus did not call people to become casual spiritual spectators. He called people to become disciples. A disciple follows His way, obeys His Word, keeps His Word, and allows His Word to become the standard for conduct and response.

The Word must govern what comes out of the mouth.

Do Not Grieve the Holy Spirit

The New Testament warns believers not to grieve, resist, or vex the Holy Spirit.

Sin affects spiritual sensitivity. It separates the believer from clear fellowship with the Holy Spirit. The Spirit is still present, but the person becomes dull in hearing. Worldly pursuits become louder than the voice of God.

When this happens, wisdom may be crying out, but the heart is too distracted to hear.

This is why agreement with God matters so much.

Sin is not just breaking a rule. It is choosing a different voice. It is allowing something other than God’s Word to shape desire, conduct, expectation, and speech.

But repentance restores clarity.

The believer can return to agreement with God. The Word can become central again. The Holy Spirit can bring wisdom, correction, direction, and power.

And the mouth can begin to speak from life again.

Chapter 3

Seeking the Healer, Not Just the Healing

Wisdom is not always ignored because it is hidden.

Often, wisdom cries out clearly, but people take no notice.

Proverbs gives the picture of wisdom calling in the streets. Yet people ignore her voice. Then calamity comes, and suddenly they want wisdom. But wisdom is no longer available in the way they want it.

Why?

Because their approach is not repentance. It is rescue.

They do not want to surrender to God’s way. They only want relief from the consequences of ignoring Him.

The same pattern can be seen in the days of Noah. When the door of the ark was shut and the rain began to fall, people wanted rescue. But they did not want rescue so they could live under God. They wanted rescue so they could keep living the way they had been living.

That is the difference between wanting God and wanting God to remove inconvenience.

Many people do not want the Healer. They only want healing.

That is why wisdom is not available to them in the way they demand.

James says that if anyone lacks wisdom, they should ask God. But they must ask in faith. Faith requires confidence in God. Confidence in God requires accepting that He is God. And if He is God, then He is in charge.

That must be respected.

Faith in the Healer

Many people touched Jesus physically, but not all received from Him.

When the woman with the issue of blood came to Jesus, there were crowds pressing around Him. Many were touching Him. Many wanted something from Him. But she touched Him with faith.

The disciples saw the crowd and wondered why Jesus asked who touched Him. But Jesus knew that power had gone out from Him.

The difference was faith.

The crowd wanted help. The woman believed.

The crowd pressed against Him. The woman reached for Him.

This is not a small distinction. Many people want the benefit of God without yielding to the Lordship of God. They want healing, provision, deliverance, and peace, but they do not want the Healer Himself.

Faith is proven by response.

When a person does what God says, it shows they have truly heard Him.

Joined to the Lord

1 Corinthians 6:17 says that the one who joins himself to the Lord is one spirit with Him.

This union is deep. It is not shallow agreement. It is not religious association. It is covenant.

The believer is joined to the Holy Spirit.

That changes how spiritual life must be understood.

It is common to say, “I am a spirit, I have a soul, and I live in a body.” That statement can be useful, but it can also lead to confusion if the Holy Spirit is treated as an extra part added somewhere inside.

The Holy Spirit is not sitting in a compartment.

The believer is His temple.

He lives within the believer, and the human spirit becomes the place of His indwelling. This is not about trying to build up human strength until the believer can handle life alone. It is not, “I must become stronger, I must overcome, I must win, I must have more power.”

The answer is not self-powered spirituality.

The answer is relationship with the Holy Spirit.

In weakness, the believer becomes strong because of the Holy Spirit, not because of human willpower. What must be strengthened is cooperation with Him, sensitivity to Him, and surrender to His leading.

The Holy Spirit Must Be Given Access

The Holy Spirit lives within the believer, but He does not override free will.

A person can be filled with fear, anxiety, and stress, and still refuse to quiet themselves before God.

Bad news comes. A loved one is close to death. Fear rises.

A bill arrives. There is no money. Fear rises.

In those moments, the Holy Spirit knows what is needed. He knows the provision, the timing, the instruction, and the path forward. The Father already knows what is needed before it is asked.

But fear can become so loud that the heart cannot hear.

If Ezekiel had refused to prophesy to the dry bones, nothing would have happened. God gave the instruction, but the prophet had to speak.

The same principle remains.

When fear fills the soul, the mouth often speaks panic instead of promise. But the Holy Spirit is present to help. The believer must become quiet enough to listen.

The better prayer is not, “How am I going to fix this?”

The better posture is, “Holy Spirit, what do we do with this?”

Not just “me.”

“We.”

The Christian life is not meant to be lived alone.

Pretending Is Not Faith

To pretend to believe when there is no faith in the heart is hypocrisy.

Faith is not panic dressed up in spiritual language. Faith is not trying to impress God with dramatic actions. Faith is not desperation pretending to be confidence.

Man does not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God.

That means life comes from God’s Word.

Proverbs says the Word of God is health to all the flesh for those who find it. But this requires pursuit. Healing flows from connection with the Healer, not from chasing healing as a separate thing.

Many people want healing but neglect the Word.

They do not read. They do not listen. They do not meditate. They do not pursue the life-giving Word of God. Then they wonder why faith feels absent.

Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.

The words of Jesus are Spirit and life.

Life and healing come through hearing the life-giving Word. The issue is not simply trying to get healed. The issue is developing relationship with the Healer. As that relationship deepens, healing flows through the whole life.

The believer is one spirit with Him.

That is marvellous.

The Fruit of the Mouth

A person will be filled with the fruit of their mouth.

Words produce consequences, whether good or evil.

Proverbs 4:23 says to guard the heart with all diligence, because out of it flow the springs of life. The heart sets boundaries. It affects the increase, direction, and quality of life.

What is stored in the soul eventually comes out.

Jesus said that a good person brings forth good things out of the good stored within.

This means the real issue is not only what is spoken. The deeper issue is what has been planted in the soul.

If fear has never been dealt with, it will keep speaking.

If inadequacy has never been faced, it will keep rising.

A person may not even admit they feel inadequate. But every time an opportunity comes to move forward, fear surfaces. Then progress is aborted. The person draws back, self-sabotages, and the opportunity dies before it bears fruit.

This is one way the Word becomes unfruitful.

Mark 4 describes seed that grows but is later choked by thorns. The Word is received, germinates, and begins to grow. But before harvest comes, other things in the soul choke it.

Fear, anxiety, and hidden cares can strangle fruitfulness.

There may be things planted in the soul that give failure a place to operate.

Those things must be brought to the Holy Spirit.

The Word Divides and Reveals

Hebrews 4:12 says the Word of God is living and powerful. It divides between soul and spirit and discerns the thoughts and intents of the heart.

The Word exposes what is really happening within.

It separates what is from God from what is merely human reaction. It reveals fear, unbelief, wrong motives, hidden wounds, and false patterns.

Sin also creates separation. It dulls the ability to hear God. It can build a wall between the Holy Spirit’s leading and the conscience’s ability to receive.

This is why some people say, “That promise does not work for me.”

But many have only tried something. They have not actually believed.

Trying something in desperation is not the same as faith.

Some people, desperate to see healing, may do dramatic things and call them acts of faith. But if there is no faith in the heart, the act is not faith. It is desperation. It is an attempt to get God’s attention.

God is not moved by performance.

God responds to faith.

God’s Fast, Not Man’s Fast

Isaiah 58 gives a clear example of this.

The people fasted and wondered why God did not respond. They deprived themselves of food, but their hearts were wrong. Their fast was not God’s fast.

God’s chosen fast was not self-centred religious effort. It involved ministering to people, breaking oppression, feeding the hungry, and caring for others.

Love God.

Love your neighbour.

That is the heart of it.

True fasting is not only fasting from food. It is fasting from self-centred living. It is turning away from “me, myself, and mine,” and turning toward God and neighbour.

With that heart posture, healing springs forth. Light breaks through. Obscurity lifts. Wholeness comes.

There is reward in fasting, but it must be God’s fast.

The question is motive.

Is the goal to get healing so life can return to the same old patterns?

Or is the goal to know the Healer?

One is using God for an outcome.

The other is relationship.

Healing is the fruit of relationship with the Healer.

Living Right

A person can be healed and then become sick again.

What good is healing if the same way of living continues to produce the same damage?

The deeper need is not only to be rescued from pain. The deeper need is to live in a way that agrees with God.

There are things people tolerate for too long because they assume it will be fine. But if something is not right, eventually it bears fruit.

Life cannot be built on denial.

God’s Word must become the standard. The Holy Spirit must be listened to. Hidden fear must be faced. The Healer must be pursued above the healing.

To live well, the whole life must come under God.

* Faith is proven by response and obedience.

* The believer is joined to the Lord and is one spirit with Him.

* Spiritual strength comes from relationship with the Holy Spirit, not self-powered effort.

* Fear can become so loud that it blocks sensitivity to the Holy Spirit.

* Faith is not pretending, panic, or dramatic desperation.

* Healing flows from connection with the Healer and the life-giving Word.

* Words produce fruit because they flow from what is stored in the soul.

* Hidden fear and inadequacy can choke the Word before it becomes fruitful.

* The Word of God reveals what is truly in the heart.

* God responds to faith, not religious performance.

* True fasting turns the heart from self-centred living toward love for God and neighbour.

* Healing must be joined to a changed life, not used to return to the same patterns.



Chapter 4

Stay Full of the Spirit

A life that ends well must be lived well.

That is not a soft statement. It is a serious one.

A person cannot ignore God, resist His Word, live however they want, and then assume everything will be right in the end. Jesus did not call people to casual belief. He called people to follow Him.

John 15 gives a strong picture of this. Jesus said that He is the vine and His people are the branches. If a branch does not abide in Him, it dries up. It becomes fruitless. It is gathered and thrown into the fire.

The point is clear. Life comes from abiding.

If someone is not following Jesus, then they are not following Jesus. If someone is not abiding in Him, then they are not abiding in Him. There is no need to make it complicated.

The Christian life is not meant to be lived at a distance from Christ.

The Danger of Running Empty

Jesus told the parable of the ten virgins.

All ten started with lamps. All ten seemed to be waiting for the bridegroom. But only five had enough oil. The other five began to run out.

When they asked the wise virgins for oil, they were told to go and buy their own. The wise virgins could not give away what was needed for their own readiness.

Oil had to be purchased.

That means there is a cost to staying full.

Isaiah 55 speaks of coming to buy. Revelation also speaks of purchasing. This is not about buying God’s grace with money. It is about the value of time, surrender, attention, and abiding.

To stay full, time must be spent with Him.

A marriage is not complete if a husband lives in one place and a wife lives in another. They may still be joined legally, but they are not living together. There is distance where there should be fellowship.

The same can happen spiritually.

A person can belong to Christ and still live apart from Him in daily practice.

Backsliding is leaving the place of abiding. It is drifting from the vine while still carrying the language of faith.

In Revelation, Jesus confronted a church that had a reputation for being alive, but was spiritually dead. His command was simple: repent.

A reputation is not enough.

Activity is not enough.

The lamp must have oil.

Be Filled and Stay Filled

Ephesians 5:18-19 teaches believers to be filled with the Holy Spirit.

This is not meant to be a one-time experience only. It is an ongoing filling. A believer must be filled and keep being filled.

A vehicle cannot keep moving if it is never refuelled. The more it is driven, the more it must be filled again.

The same is true spiritually.

The more life demands from a person, the more that person must return to the Holy Spirit. The more is poured out, the more must be received again.

Many people are cruising while empty. They may look fine on the outside, but inside they are running on fumes. Then they wonder why life feels powerless, dry, and heavy.

Jesus said His words are Spirit and life.

He did not speak disconnected words. He spoke what the Father inspired Him to speak. Because of that, His words carried the life and power of the Holy Spirit.

The believer must learn this same pattern.

Be full.

Stay full.

Speak from the overflow of the Holy Spirit, not from exhaustion, fear, and dryness.

Be Ready

There will be a day when the trumpet sounds.

Jesus said His coming would be like a thief in the night. That means people will not control the timing. Readiness matters.

This is not a time to be spiritually casual. It is a time to come back to God.

Backsliders must return. Immoral relationships must be left. Idols must be abandoned. Whatever has taken the place of Christ must be removed.

The call is simple: come out, be refilled, and be ready.

If there has ever been a time to live ready, it is now.

The Fruit of the Mouth

A person’s moral life will be filled with the fruit of their mouth.

This truth must be meditated on. Meditation includes speaking. It includes repeating the Word, turning it over, and allowing it to become established within.

A person makes a living, in many ways, by what they say.

Words influence direction. Words affect work. Words shape confidence, decisions, and outcomes.

Philippians 4:13 says that all things can be done through Christ who strengthens. This is not meant to remain a slogan. It is meant to become a way of speaking and living.

Before going to work, the mouth can agree with God.

“I am blessed when I go out and blessed when I come in.”

“I can do what is required of me today through the strengthening power of the Holy Spirit within me.”

“I am ready and able for the task because the Holy Spirit gives wisdom, favour, and help.”

These are not empty affirmations. They are words shaped by the Word of God, spoken in faith.

If the mind is set on the Kingdom, then life is not seen only through natural limits. God’s help is expected. His favour is expected. His wisdom is expected. His angels are expected to assist according to His purpose.

The believer has the opportunity to speak fruitful words over daily life.

Representing Christ on Earth

God gave Adam authority in the earth. Adam handed that authority to Satan. Jesus came to recover what was lost.

Then Jesus returned to the Father and left His people on the earth to represent Him.

Believers have been baptised into His body and into His name. This gives legal right to use the name of Jesus.

The name of Jesus is not a religious decoration at the end of a prayer. It carries authority. The believer has the right to use that name and expect results in line with the will and works of Christ.

John 14:12 says that those who believe in Jesus will do the works He did.

This is connected to union with Christ. He is the Head. Believers are His body.

The Head gives direction. The body obeys.

A body without a head may move, but it has no true government. Life must be directed by Christ, not by the impulses of the flesh.

What Will Be Spoken?

If a person is filled with the fruit of their mouth, then the question becomes serious:

What will be spoken?

Will the mouth say, “I am poor, broke, and lacking”?

Or will it say, “My God supplies all my needs according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus”?

Will the mouth speak lack as final?

Or will it speak God’s sufficiency as greater?

God is able to make grace abound so that His people have sufficiency for what He has assigned. Therefore, worry does not need to rule. Daily need has already been considered by the Father.

This does not mean pretending the food is already on the table when it is not. It means trusting that God knows where the provision is and how to lead His people to it.

If the provision is not visible, the believer can ask, “Lord, where is it?”

There may be opposition. Satan seeks to delay, distract, block, and interfere. But he is not greater than God.

Angels and the Spoken Word

Scripture teaches that angels are ministering spirits.

Hebrews 1:14 speaks of angels sent to serve those who inherit salvation. Psalm 103 speaks of angels who heed the voice of God’s Word. Psalm 91 speaks of angelic protection.

The angels respond to God’s Word.

When the Word of God has been meditated on and treasured in the soul, it becomes part of the heart’s abundance. Then, in union with the Holy Spirit, that Word can be spoken with life.

The spoken Word becomes full of the Holy Spirit.

That is where authority operates.

The believer can resist the work of the enemy in Jesus’ name and command interference to cease. The believer can speak release over what God has provided and ask the angels of God to bring in what is needed according to His Word and will.

This is not superstition. It is confidence in the authority of God’s Word, the name of Jesus, and the ministry of the Holy Spirit.

Words Affect Real Life

Words affect more than emotions.

What is spoken can affect food on the table, income, work, profitability, health, and daily provision.

The words chosen matter.

They reveal trust or fear. They reveal agreement with God or agreement with lack. They either release faith or reinforce anxiety.

John 16:24 says, “Until now you have asked nothing in My name. Ask, and you will receive, that your joy may be full.”

The name of Jesus matters because the believer has been baptised into His body. Christ is the Head, and the believer is part of His body.

The Head gives instruction. The body follows.

When prayer is offered in His name, it must be done in union with Him, under His authority, and in agreement with His Word.

That is where power is found.

Chapter 5

Asking in the Name of Jesus

Christ is the Head of the body.

The body does not tell the Head what to do. The Head gives direction, and the body responds.

This matters because prayer is not meant to be disconnected from Christ’s authority. The believer does not pray as an isolated person trying to convince heaven. The believer prays as part of the body of Christ, under the direction of the Head, using the authority of His name.

John 16:24 says, “Until now you have asked nothing in My name. Ask, and you will receive, that your joy may be full.”

To ask in the name of Jesus is not just to add His name to the end of a prayer. It means asking while presenting all that He is.

When Moses asked God who sent him, God said, “I AM.”

The name of Jesus carries the authority of who He is. He is the highest being, the Creator of heaven and earth, the risen Lord, and the Head of the Church.

To ask in His name is to ask from union with Him.

Asking in Faith

Jesus said to ask and keep on asking.

This does not mean repeating empty prayers out of unbelief. Matthew 6 warns against meaningless, repetitive prayers that are not rooted in trust. Petition prayer is not begging. It is not nervous repetition. It is not trying to wear God down.

Petition prayer is a prayer of faith.

Faith is present. Hebrews 11:1 says, “Now faith is.”

Faith begins in the now. It presents the request to God and receives the transaction by trust.

This can be compared to purchasing something online. An item is selected. A payment is made. Sometimes the order is pending. Sometimes the receipt is not visible immediately. But once the transaction is accepted, the process has begun.

Faith understands that receiving begins before the item is physically in hand.

Mark 11:24 says that whatever is asked for in prayer must be believed as received, and then it will come.

This is not careless wishing. It is confident prayer based on God’s Word.

Daily Dependence

Asking and continuing to ask also includes daily dependence.

God may provide food today, but food will still be needed tomorrow. There is no shame in coming to Him again. A child does not need to be embarrassed about needing daily bread.

Over time, as confidence in God grows, some things become settled in the heart. A person may no longer need to pray the same petition in the same way because trust has deepened.

Instead of asking anxiously, thanksgiving begins to rise naturally.

“Father, thank You for the food on the table.”

“Thank You that this provision comes from You.”

“Thank You that what I eat blesses my body.”

At that point, the prayer has shifted. It is no longer desperate asking. It is grateful confidence.

The provision is acknowledged as coming from God, and He receives the glory.

Stay Connected to What Is Spoken

Familiarity can become dangerous.

A person may pray over food, speak Scripture, or say familiar spiritual phrases while being completely disconnected from the words. The mouth is moving, but the heart is not engaged.

Words spoken without connection can become empty.

Matthew 18:19 speaks of two agreeing together. Agreement requires connection. A person cannot truly agree with something they do not understand or engage with.

This applies to forgiveness as well. If someone asks for forgiveness but refuses to say what they have done, real release becomes difficult. Forgiveness must deal with the actual matter. Prayer of agreement works the same way. Agreement requires clarity.

It is not enough to say, “Yes, yes, I agree,” without knowing what is being agreed to.

Prayer must be conscious.

Faith must be connected.

Words must be engaged.

Many followed Jesus because they wanted bread. They wanted a free meal. But when He spoke of the cost of following Him, many left.

They wanted provision without surrender.

But the twelve recognised something deeper. They knew Jesus had the words of eternal life.

His words were Spirit and life.

That is what the believer must stay connected to.

Granted in His Name

John 16:23 says that the Father will grant whatever is asked in the name of Jesus.

The word “grant” carries the sense of a legal transaction. It gives title to what has been asked for.

Mark 11:24 connects with this. Whatever is asked for in prayer must be believed as granted, and it will be received.

This assurance is not based on emotion. It is based on the Word of God.

1 John 5:14-15 says this is the confidence believers have in Him: if anything is asked according to His will, He hears. And if He hears, then the request is granted.

That is why prayer must be joined to the will of God.

The believer does not come with vague demands. The believer comes with God’s Word, God’s promise, and confidence in the name of Jesus.

Hebrews 4:16 says to come boldly to the throne of grace.

Boldness does not come from arrogance. It comes from being in Christ.

The believer comes in Him, through Him, and by the Holy Spirit.

By the Holy Spirit

Zechariah 4:6 says it is not by might, nor by power, but by the Spirit of God.

This is the heart of true prayer.

Not by human strength.

Not by natural force.

Not by religious performance.

By the Holy Spirit within.

The believer must be conscious of union with the Holy Spirit. Prayer is not just words sent upward. Prayer is the Holy Spirit in the believer, helping, leading, strengthening, and bringing the person into agreement with God.

The Holy Spirit is not far away.

How long does it take to enter His presence?

As long as it takes to turn the heart toward Him.

The Holy Spirit dwells within. The believer can become conscious of Him, yield to Him, and allow Him to guide the prayer.

This is why praying in the Spirit is important.

Praying in tongues is prayer inspired by the Holy Spirit in a language not learned naturally. It sensitises the heart to the inner witness, the quiet leading, and the gentle voice of the Spirit.

It helps the believer align.

Even in prayer, the Holy Spirit may begin to direct the focus. He knows what is needed. He knows what must be prayed. He knows how to lead the believer into the right petition.

He is like the tugboat that guides a large ship safely into harbour.

The Holy Spirit leads the believer into the advocacy of Christ.

The Word of Testimony

Revelation 12:11 says that believers overcome by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony.

Testimony is more than a personal story.

A person may tell how they were saved, who was involved, and what happened. That is valuable. But the testimony that carries authority before heaven is rooted in the Word of God.

The believer was saved by hearing and believing the report of God’s Son.

The testimony is what God has said about Christ and what Christ has done.

For healing, the testimony is not first a human explanation. It is the Word of God: by His stripes, healing has been provided.

The Word of God in the mouth, inspired by the Holy Spirit, becomes the testimony presented in faith.

That is how petition is formed.

God’s Word.

In the believer’s mouth.

Inspired and empowered by the Holy Spirit.

Presented in union with Christ.

This is prayer in the name of Jesus.

Chapter 6

Death and Life Are in the Tongue

The advocate presents the case.

Jesus stands as advocate before the Father, and the believer comes in union with Him. Prayer is not a weak appeal from someone outside the family. Prayer is presented through Christ, in His name, and by the Holy Spirit.

This is why the Christian life cannot be lived as a private, self-owned life.

The old life must be denied. The believer is joined to the Holy Spirit. This is covenant. This is union. This is not casual religious interest.

It is no longer a life lived by self alone. It is a life lived by the faith of the Son of God, through the indwelling power of the Holy Spirit.

Who does the work?

The Holy Spirit.

Not human might. Not natural power. Not personal effort trying to force a result.

The Holy Spirit in the believer does the work.

Confidence in God’s Will

1 John 5:14 says this is the confidence believers have in Him: if anything is asked according to His will, He hears.

That phrase must be held carefully: according to His will.

God hears the prayer that agrees with His plan.

The question then becomes clear. How can His plan be known?

The Holy Spirit knows.

If the believer knows the Holy Spirit, the believer can be led into the will of God. He brings understanding. He quickens the Word. He gives direction. He connects the heart to what God is saying.

This is how the pieces fit together.

The Word reveals the will of God. The Holy Spirit brings that Word alive. The believer speaks in agreement with that living Word. The advocate presents the case. The Father hears.

Then 1 John 5:15 says that if it is known that He hears, then it is also known that the request is granted.

Granted.

That means it is received as present possession by faith.

It is like receiving the receipt and the tracking number. The item may not be physically in hand yet, but the transaction is complete. The grant has been given.

The request has been made in agreement with heaven.

The Power Is in the Tongue

Proverbs 18:20 says a person is filled with the fruit of their mouth.

Then Proverbs 18:21 gives the great weight of the matter:

Death and life are in the power of the tongue.

The fruit comes from what is spoken. The tongue releases either life or death.

This is not a small issue.

The power is not in the devil’s hands. The power is not being randomly thrown around by circumstances. The power of speech has been given to people who carry free will.

A person can choose what to say.

That choice matters.

Habit and tradition can be dangerous. A person may speak death out of habit and then wonder why life keeps producing the same fruit. Words can become automatic. Complaints can become automatic. Fear can become automatic. Negativity can become automatic.

But automatic does not mean harmless.

Many words do not appear to produce immediate results, so people keep speaking carelessly. They may say the same fearful, bitter, idle, or unbelieving things again and again because nothing dramatic happened today.

But delayed consequence is still consequence.

Ecclesiastes warns that because judgment is not carried out immediately, people continue in wrong. They think there is no result because there was no instant lightning bolt. But sin and careless speech still produce fruit.

Eventually, what has been planted comes to harvest.

The Evil Day

Ephesians 6 teaches believers to put on the whole armour of God so they can stand against the schemes of the devil.

The battle is not against flesh and blood. It is against spiritual powers, rulers of darkness, and spiritual wickedness.

The enemy works through deception, trickery, pressure, accusation, and delay. He sets traps. He digs pits. He places snares. He gathers what has been given to him through words, choices, and actions.

Then comes the evil day.

This is the day when pressure hits. The day when what has been left unguarded is tested. The day when the enemy brings accusation, oppression, and attack.

The danger is not always sudden at first.

Often it is slow.

A person becomes dull of hearing. Prayer becomes thin. The Word becomes neglected. Fellowship with the Holy Spirit becomes distant. The heart drifts further and further from the vine.

Then, when spiritual engagement is low and the infilling has weakened, the enemy attacks with the legal permission that was handed to him through careless words and disobedient actions.

This is not legalism.

It is wisdom.

Clean up the mouth.

Fill the mouth with edifying words, constructive words, faith-filled words, and words that agree with God.

The believer must master the power of creative words.

## Words That Change the World

The more the believer meditates on the words of Christ, the more the mouth becomes trained to speak life.

John 14:12 speaks of the works of Jesus continuing through those who believe.

John 6:63 says His words are Spirit and life.

John 17 speaks of union with Christ, the Father, and the Holy Spirit.

John 14 and John 16 speak of loving God, keeping His commandments, and living in relationship with the Holy Spirit.

Love and authority belong together.

If a person loves God, they keep His commandments. If they keep His commandments, they continue in faith. If they continue in faith, they believe in the name of the Son. If they believe in His name, they expect His power to work.

And they love their neighbour.

Creative words are not for selfish control. They are for agreement with God. They are for the release of life. They are for building, healing, restoring, providing, and changing the world under the authority of Christ.

The Holy Spirit gives inspired utterance.

Those words can change a person’s world.

But this must be mastered. It does not happen through careless living. It does not happen through religious phrases. It does not happen through panic, habit, or empty confession.

James 1 and James 3 warn that if the tongue is not mastered, religion becomes useless.

The tongue matters.

The power is in the tongue.

Not by might.

Not by power.

But by the Holy Spirit within, releasing His power through the believer into the world in Jesus’ name.

Conclusion

Mastering the Power of Creative Words

The power of creative words begins with God.

In the beginning, God spoke, and creation responded. His words carried life, order, substance, and authority. The believer has been called to come into agreement with those words, not merely as information, but as living truth planted in the heart and spoken from the mouth.

Faith gives substance to things hoped for.

But faith is not wishful thinking. It is not religious noise. It is not repeating verses while the heart remains full of fear. Faith comes by hearing the Word of God, meditating on it, receiving it, and allowing the Holy Spirit to make it alive within.

The Word must move from the page into the soul.

Then it must move from the soul into the mouth.

The mouth speaks from the abundance of the heart. This is why the inner life matters. Fear, anxiety, bitterness, lust, sin, and unbelief all have a voice if they are left unchallenged. Hidden things in the soul can choke the Word before it bears fruit. But when those things are brought to the Holy Spirit, He brings healing, correction, wholeness, and light.

The believer is not called to speak from damage.

The believer is called to speak from union with Christ.

That union is not symbolic only. The one joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him. The Holy Spirit dwells within the believer. He is not a distant helper. He is present, living, guiding, empowering, and bringing the Word of God into operation.

The Christian life is not powered by self-effort.

It is not by might. It is not by power. It is by the Holy Spirit.

This is why weakness does not need to end in defeat. Weakness can become the place where the believer changes gears. Instead of relying on natural strength, the believer can engage the Spirit of God. Instead of speaking fear, the believer can speak the Word. Instead of collapsing under pressure, the believer can stand in the power of His might.

But this requires abiding.

A branch cannot produce fruit apart from the vine. A lamp cannot keep burning without oil. A believer cannot stay strong while living disconnected from Christ. There must be ongoing filling, ongoing fellowship, ongoing surrender, and ongoing attention to the voice of the Holy Spirit.

It is possible to look alive and still be empty.

It is possible to know the right words and still be disconnected from them.

It is possible to want healing without wanting the Healer.

That is why the heart must be honest before God.

God is not looking for performance. He is looking for faith. Faith hears His Word and acts. Faith listens for His Spirit and obeys. Faith brings the covenant promise before the Father in the name of Jesus. Faith knows that Jesus is the advocate, that the Father hears according to His will, and that what is granted in heaven can be received by faith before it is seen by the eyes.

Prayer in Jesus’ name is not a formula.

It is union. It is authority. It is the believer standing in Christ, under Christ, with the Word of Christ, by the Spirit of Christ.

And from that place, words change things.

Words can build or destroy. Words can agree with lack or agree with provision. Words can magnify the mountain or speak to the mountain. Words can release fear or release faith. Words can reinforce bondage or declare freedom in Jesus’ name.

Death and life are in the power of the tongue.

This is why the mouth must be cleaned up. Not through legalism, but through wisdom. Not through fear, but through reverence. Not through empty discipline, but through relationship with the Holy Spirit.

The goal is not to become loud.

The goal is to become aligned.

Aligned with the Word of God.

Aligned with the will of God.

Aligned with the Spirit of God.

Aligned with the name and authority of Jesus Christ.

Creative, power-packed, Spirit-filled words come from a heart that has been filled with God’s Word and yielded to the Holy Spirit. They are not born from habit. They are born from fellowship. They are not spoken to control life apart from God. They are spoken to bring life into agreement with God.

This is the life Christ has made available.

A life of abiding.

A life of hearing.

A life of faith.

A life of authority.

A life where the believer no longer speaks as a slave to fear, lack, sickness, failure, or sin, but as one joined to the Lord.

The Word of God in the heart.

The name of Jesus on the lips.

The Holy Spirit within.

That is how the world changes.

That is how expectations change.

That is how the believer moves forward into all God has prepared.

And to Him belongs all the glory.
